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Complexities of Colonialism and
the Question of Affect:

The Problem of Caste Slavery inKerala.

Abstract
Affect and its ramifications in the context of caste slavery form
the central concern of this paper. Certain narratives found in
archival sources provide an entry into the emotional world of
slave caste women analyzed in this article. It is argued that colonial
intervention provided the context for the articulation of strong
emotions and the desire to seek legal redress for continuing caste
oppression and slavery.
Key words: Colonialism, Agrestic slavery, Domination,
Hegemony, Missionary, Christianity.
Caste slavery of Kerala received global attention in the 19th century
through the writings of the Anglican missionaries and the British colonial
administrators who were influenced by the ideas of the abolitionists'.
In such writings the caste slavery that Dalit communities such as the
Pulayas, Parayas, Kuravas and Cherumas had experienced historically
was compared with the Atlantic slavery. It will be appropriate in this
context to have some idea about the extent of slave population in Kerala

in the middle of the nineteenth century. In the colonial period Kerala
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was divided into three administrative units viz, the British Malabar, and
the native states of Travancore and Cochin. The southern princely state
of Travancore had as per 1836 census a slave population of 1,64,864
out of the total population of 1,280,663 In 1856 the Malabar region
had 187,812 slaves out of a total population of 1,602,914 while Cochin
State had in 1854 more than 50,000 slaves owned by landlords and 6,589
owned by the government that together constituted one sixth of the total
population.* However, the native rulers were reluctant to accept any
critique of caste slavery offered by the missionaries and the officials of the
British Government. Finally they had to issue proclamations abolishing
slavery in 1855 following the demands of the paramount power. Yet
writing in1872, seventeen years after the abolition of slavery in the native
state of Cochin, the Diwan Peishkar observed that “that ordious form of
modern slavery of which the Negroes are the subject, has never existed
in this country”(Sic).He further asserted that “the slave castes of Cochin
have existed from time immemorial.” Almost all statements on the slave
castes whether taken from the writings on slaves of Travancore, Cochin or
British Malabar refer to the fact that they have existed in Kerala from the
very ancient past. However, many communities that are referred to as slave
castes in the famous copper plate inscription of 849 CE were not slaves in
the age of Tamil Classical Age when Kerala region was also part of ancient
Tamilakam. It is quite possible that the beginning of caste slavery could
have been a political development following the Brahmin migration and
the expansion of their settlements. The documentary evidences available
from 9 Century CE to 19th century CE provide irrefutable evidence for the
existence of slavery of the untouchable castes. Another important point
very much central to our inquiry is the prevalence of the practice of slave
transactions that was well established all over Kerala. While most of these
documents on slaves are on transaction of slaves within Kerala, historical
evidences suggest slaves from Kerala reaching international slave routes
particularly in the colonial period. While an inquiry into the history of
international trade in slaves from Kerala is worth pursuing, the present
paper is limited to the analysis of certain documents on lower caste slaves

in the nineteenth century that gives interesting details of their experience of
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colonial modernity. I wish to focus primarily on certain official documents
on slaves in which we find the slaves emerging as legal subjects. Along with
this I also wish to analyse some missionary reports and writings on slaves
that focus on the life and conditions of the slaves in Travancore region of
Kerala in which their humanity received greater attention, different from
the government sources. In fact through these writings slaves emerged as
individuals deserving love and compassion. By contrast, in the documents
related to slave and land transaction, they appear for a different purpose;
to be bought and sold by the landlords as commodities. As it is the case
with the slave societies generally, in Kerala also, the upper caste landlords
held the slaves in great fear and repulsion even though they had absolute
power on the slaves. In order to situate lower caste slavery in its historical

perspective we may discuss briefly agrestic slavery in Kerala.

Agrestic slavery and colonialism: A historical analysis

Although historians and other social scientists are generally reluctant to
analyse the all-pervading nature of agrestic slavery in Kerala by using
concepts such as slave mode of production, we wish to use the notion of
slave mode of production to begin to problematize the history of agrarian
slavery that prevailed in Kerala for at least ten centuries. In fact any study of
agrarian society and its class structure in Kerala would show the widespread
practice of the use of slave labour and the practice of slave trade. The
three major forms of land ownership, Janmam, Kanam and Pattom were
the chief modes by which slaves were also owned and transacted. Their
labour was indispensable for the wet land rice cultivation as well as dry land
farming. In places where lower caste slaves were not in plenty, the landlords
used to have non slave lower castes as free labourers. Such a practice has
been noted in the agrarian society right from the 12 century CE onwards.
It has been noted that the Brahmin settlers could produce substantial
agricultural surplus between 7th and 12th centuries due to the labour
provided by the salve castes. When Kerala polity was divided into petty
principalities after 12th century under the sway of local chieftains drawn
mostly from the upper caste Nairs, the agrarian production was carried out
by the lower caste slaves. The documents of the major landowning families

of Malabar region published so far provide insights into the structure of
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agrarian production that was based on slave labour. The situation was not
different in the native states of Travancore and Cochin.

The slave transaction documents of Travancore and Cochin testify
to the fact that sale and purchase of slaves used to take place without any
hindrance in the native society until the intervention of the Anglican
missionaries in the late 1840’s. In the native states of Travancore and
Cochin in addition to the upper caste Hindu landlords, Syrian Christian
landlords also owned lower caste slaves. There were slave markets among
other places in Cochin, Kottayam, Changanassery, and Anikkat. It has
been noted that Church buildings were used to hold slaves on week days
as noted in the context of Cochin. The price of able bodied male, female,
and children varied from place to place. Similarly their wages also differed,;
they worked for a pittance of two Edangalis( two measures) of paddy for
men and one for women. Generally children and the elderly were never
paid anything as they were never thought of as capable of performing
productive labour. In addition to such exploitation the sale of slaves
without any consideration of kinship often led to break up of families
that made stable families almost impossible for the slave castes. The
narratives of slaves available in the missionary writings show that slaves
used to be sold—father to one place, mother to another and children to
various other destinations—without any consideration for the emotional
aspects of the people thus separated. In addition to this, there are accounts
of how the landlords used to break families and choose spouses for the
slaves according to their will and pleasure. Similarly, there were marriages
of slaves generally orchestrated by the landlords who wanted the slaves
to procreate more so that they got more hands to work in their fields.
The oral tradition of the slave castes across Kerala, in fact, reiterate the
emotional aspects of such forced separations, marriages and ill treatments,
humiliation and miseries suffered by the slaves.

While the everyday life of slaves presented a picture of oppression
at the hands of the landlords, colonial law supported the practice of
slave labour by registering slave transaction documents legally. Such
registration of slave transactions continued well into the 1830’s. The

colonial intervention to abolish slavery in India was part of the larger
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effort of Britain to abolish slave trade globally in which they themselves
had played a substantial role. Without going into the detailed history of
the abolition of slavery in Kerala—British Malabar and the princely states
of Travancore and Cochin—we may say that one of the lasting effects of
it was the possibility of structural changes in the position of slave castes
in the agrarian society. Although not immediately successful, it created a
situation for the evolution of wage labour in the agrarian sector, that would
eventually transform the slaves into wage labourers. Another possibility
was the emergence of at least a class of marginal peasants from the slave
castes if not peasants with any greater land holding as there continued
to exist upper caste hegemony on land preventing even the emancipated
slaves from owning land. It may be appropriate here to recall the fact
that traditional pattern of land ownership that was an exclusive privilege
of temples, Brahmins and Nair households, prevented the untouchable
slaves from owning land. Although by late nineteenth century there were
changes in the pattern of ownership following the pattom proclamation of
1865, we do not find untouchable castes acquiring land in any substantial
manner. However, we come across reference to amazing stories of former
slaves such as Pathrose Puthuparambil of Kangazha, near Kottayam,
who owned twenty-five acres of land through their own efforts; he also
became leader of the slave community and instrumental in inviting British
missionary Henry Baker Jr. to start the congregations of slave castes. From
1843 onwards in Malabar and from 1855 onwards in Travancore and
Cochin, several laws were introduced making roads, markets, government
offices and courts of law accessible to the slave castes. This in fact may be
construed as an example of making available spaces of citizenship to the
slave castes. At the same time there are evidences that suggest the resolve
of the slave castes to avail legal redress to some of their longstanding woes
as several forms of oppression including physical torture for the alleged
violation of the norms of distance pollution that continued to mar the
everyday life of the slave castes even after slavery was formally abolished in
1855. Right from the middle of the 19th century many slaves who joined
the Church Missionary Society began to use the public roads as they

thought themselves to be no more polluting. However, there were several
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occasions when such teachers from the slave castes were forced to leave
the roads for the upper castes, lest they pollute the latter and therefore
they had to wade through muddy paddy fields or pass through bushes.
Such contests over the public space became a major problem from the
mid nineteenth century onwards. It was in fact through such experiences
that the slave castes began to articulate a new critical consciousness and
started to consider their social conditions differently from what they
were accustomed to. It is necessary here to reiterate that slave castes did
possess critical consciousness as evidenced in their oral tradition against
oppressor castes which was drawn from their ‘common sense’. However,
the colonial intervention created new spaces that made possible the further
articulation of the critical consciousness of slaves. One may also mention
here the sustained campaign of Protestant missionaries in Travancore
and Cochin against caste slavery. The most significant moment of which
was the submission of a memorandum to the Maharaja of Travancore
signed by twelve missionaries of the Church Missionary Society and the
London Missionary Society. Elsewhere I have argued that the missionaries
provided the most rational argument for the abolition of slavery. They
argued that slavery was in fact a very costly form of labour as it prevented
the masses of slaves from acquiring new and varied skills. The campaign
of the missionaries against slavery introduced new categories of thought,
religious and secular, to the slave castes that included ideas of freedom,
equality, dignity, salvation, cleanliness, revelation, good life, human worth,
community, congregation, and Christian prayers. We may also mention
here the new discipline that the slaves began to acquire as thousands of
them joined the Christian missions by the end of the nineteenth century.
One of the significant things had been the introduction of new bodily
practices, mode of dressing, new ways of building their huts, organizing
the interior of the house and keeping the their surroundings clean. In the
missionary writings slaves emerge as suffering human beings deserving
compassion. In the missionary writings their body and soul appear as
mortified and we come across narratives of such horrible experiences as
beheading, drowning, chaining, maiming, breaking of families, whipping,

and escaping to the wilderness only to be eaten by animals, and suicides.
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Amidst these horrible experiences we also observe the development of
qualitatively different relationship among slaves, within slave families, that
in a way turned against the norms of caste slavery. I wish to state that colo-
nial modernity provided the context for such a qualitative transformation.
We will analyse these issues first by critically reading some documents of
the mid nineteenth century belonging to the native state of Cochin and

subsequently some writings of CMS missionaries.

A Slave Mother in Search of Daughters

In spite of the endless stories of breakup of families through slave trade
and resultant separation, towards the mid nineteenth century we come
across examples of motherly love rearticulating and making a search
for the daughters who have been separated through sale and deceit by
a Nair landlord with the connivance of the officials of the native estate
of Cochin. It is noteworthy to observe that the incident of abduction of
the Cherumar women was reported in a petition submitted by their
mother Kally to the Magistrate in Cochin on 30th May 1850. According
to the petition they, Kally and her daughters Ponnamah and Poomatha
had fled from the ill treatment of masters who belonged to the territory of
the native state of Cochin. They took refuge in British Cochin and after
having resided there for two months the master of her daughters came to
the British Cochin and threatened to take them back as the master claimed
the daughters to be his “bought slaves”. Having sensed the danger, the
mother petitioned the Joint Magistrate who directed the local officials to see
that they were not taken away by their former master. However the Nair
landlord met the Diwan of Cochin at whose intervention the Magistrate
sent back the two daughters of Kally on a charge of theft. Soon after Kally
approached the British Magistrate pleading and praying that her daughters
may be released and restored to her. The charge of theft proffered against
the slave women by the Diwan made easier their seizure from British
Cochin. The Magistrate of British Cochin actually doubted the entire
story of theft. In spite of the positive attitude of the British Magistrate the
case went against Kally and her daughters and the latter were sent back
to their former master who used to “ill-treat them in various ways.” The

mother once again approached the Joint Magistrate of the Company in
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Cochin. The Joint Magistrate through the Diwan of Cochin was informed
by the Samprathy Menon of Trichur that the slave women were sick and
unwilling to come down to Cochin. The Diwan asked the local official to
get their deposition if they were unwilling to travel to Cochin. Meanwhile
the magistrate had received the message that one of the slave girls had
already returned to Cochin and deposed that her sister would return
if she could and requested an immediate enquiry. The follow up action
of the officials of the Cochin state on account of the pressure exerted
by the British officials, the other girl was also send back to Cochin along
with a peon and she was also accompanied by a brother of the master to
take her back if she was willing to go back to the master. However, the girl
expressed the Joint Magistrate her desire to remain with her mother in the
Company territory and was “delivered over to the care of her mother”
Having stated the story I wish to explore the possibilities that the
narrative offer to a historian. I wish to state that the intention here is not
to recover the voices of the slave women that are stifled in the correspon-
dences between the officials of the Company Administration in Cochin
and the officials of the native state of Cochin. The intention here is to
work through the archive to understand the specific practices of slavery
as they existed. This would enable us to write a possible history of the
experiences of slavery from the perspectives of slave woman. In fact from
the original complaint filed by Kally to the final moment when the second
daughter was “delivered to the care of her mother” there was a span of
eight months that witnessed several communications between the officials
of the Company and the native state of Cochin. I wish to consider the
possibilities such documentation has thrown up for understanding the
agency of slave women in the mid nineteenth century that was not available
to them earlier. We may also note here that the agency of slave women was
perhaps made possible by the abolition of slavery in British India in 1843
that gave the Cherumar slave woman to escape to the Company territory
and retain their freedom after escaping from the oppressive landlord of
Cochin. This event is far more well documented than several other official
accounts of lower caste slaves. Another interesting point is the singular

absence of slave men in the narrative. We do not come across the father
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of the young women/ the husband of Kally. Was it a case of breakup of
the family in the context of the sale of slaves that erased the presence of
their father? It may not be easy for us to get information on this as the
documents mentioned do not shed any light on such issues. It may not
be out of context here to recall the narrative of another slave woman,
named Kali, who was sold to a European captain of a ship in 1828 and
was supposed to accompany him to Java. However, she failed her courage
and escaped from him and hid somewhere in Cochin and appeared in the
CMS mission compound and pleaded the missionaries Mrs. and Mr.
Ridsdale to save her. After much pleading she was eventually admitted to
the compound, baptized as Lucy and lived there as a devout Christian.
What is striking here is the fact that the missionaries noted this as the first
ever ‘joining’ of the mission by a slave caste person. This decision was
entirely hers.

Another important aspect of slave life that emerges here is the
intimacy that s shared by the individuals, Kally, Ponnamah and Poomatha.
This intimacy and the possibility of nurturing it is really significant as it
was sustained against several odds. In the oral tradition the separation of
husband and wife, parents and children are narrated in a heartrending
manner. We hardly come across songs that celebrate family reunions.
Probably in the historical example of Kally and her daughters, colonialism
provided the context for rearticulating the affective dimensions of their
life. Moreover, Kally emerges as a caring mother who made use of the
avenues of colonial law to acquire their freedom. For their part the colonial
officials were serious about restoring the freedom of the slave women. Such
situations in fact make the colonial policies very complex.

I may give here another narrative from the early twentieth century
sources. Forced separation of the family remained part of the slave sublime
still available to collective memory in the early decades of the twentieth
century. For example, the journal, the Travancore and Cochin Diocesan
Record for the year 1912 carried the story of an ex-slave named Kumaran
who was more than eighty years of age at the time he recalled the following
events. Kumaran was undergoing missionary instructions but had not yet

been baptized. He used to visit the church occasionally and had problems
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with walking. He also could not remember things properly. However,
he described how he was sold at the age of 10 or 12 for 14 rupees from
Pandalam in the south of Kerala by a Muhammadan from Kanjirappally
to a Nair, the forefather of his current master in the plantation district. He
recalls his harsh experiences to the missionary including how he worked
for different masters and also describes the extent of his sufferings®.

The oral tradition of the slave castes available in Kerala show that
desire for family and affective dimension of life were very much central to
their social memory. We may note that in the example of the slave women
we come across an instance of slave women asserting their rights and
possibly freedom to use the legal means to resolve the oppression of caste
slavery. Can we think of this as a possible route to citizenship? Elsewhere
I have argued that struggle against slavery was fundamental for Dalit to
claim citizenship in Kerala. However, there is a disconnect between slavery,
its abolition and the emergence of citizenship in Kerala which was largely

due to the denial of slavery in the reigning historiographies of Kerala.

Slaves Responding to the Severity of labour Exaction
Moving away from the possible staking of claim as citizens by the slave
women we may now turn our attention to nine Pulaya slaves whose violent
act was recorded in a letter addressed to Lieut. General Cullen, British
Resident of Travancore and Cochin by the Diwan of the native state of
Cochin. The Diwan reports the killing of a Brahmin Kariasthan (manager)
of a Namboodiri landlord of Cannaianore District of the native state of
Cochin by nine Pulaya slaves. Of the nine, they could apprehend six who
confessed the crime. Others were at large and the Government offered a
sum of Rs 40/- as reward for capturing them. The slaves stated that they
killed the manager due to the “severity of the labour he has been exacting
from them and the smallness of the hire he had given them in return” The
above event took place on June 20, 1857. The severity of labour has been a
recurrent theme in the slave narratives that are available in the missionary
writings on lower caste slaves in the Travancore region of Kerala. The
severity of labour was not much different in other parts of Kerala too.
We may go little bit more into the details. Most slave transaction

documents from Kerala would begin with the phrase “Sell, you may sell.
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Kill, you may kill” indicating the absolute power the slave owners had on
slaves bought and sold. The slaves were forced to perform the most tiring
jobs in the rice cultivation—fixing the breach of bunds, raising blocks of
silt from the bed of back waters and rivers for reclaiming paddy fields,
watching the crops in the night—for a pittance. They had to perform this
even as rice never formed their major diet even during the harvest season as
wages were very meagre. In many places in the wet land tracts the landlords
used to sacrifice the slaves for fixing the breached bunds. Such practices
have been very widespread even in the late nineteenth century. Similarly,
we have information from the wet lands of Travancore and Cochin the
practice of yoking slave caste men and women along with oxen to draw
the plough. There have been several cases of slaves being chained after a
day’s tiring work. What could have been the responses of the slaves to such
extreme forms of cruelty? As could be expected many of them used to run
away from oppressive landlords and hide in the jungles and inaccessible
small islands in the backwaters forming little maroon communities. In the
mid nineteenth century writings of the missionary Henry Baker Junior we
come across references to the Pulaya slaves living in the jungles as they
had run away from the upper caste landlord. In the course of the field
work in a village near the small town of Mallappally in the Pathanamthitta
district of Kerala we heard the narratives about a small paddy ficld named
“Vettu Kandam” where the Nair landlords used to behead the Pulaya
slaves. The sword used for beheading is still kept in a small shrine built
on their compound to propitiate the malevolent spirits of the killed slaves
who returned to the world of assassins unleashing vengeance on them.
Today, in order to appease the malevolent spirits of the murdered slaves
the assassins are worshipping them. There is an annual feast day when the
sword is taken out of the small sanctorum where it is ritually installed and
taken as a procession in the neighborhood for veneration. In fact, in the
wetland tracts of Kuttanad in Travancore there are several such shrines
in which malevolent spirits of lower caste slaves are worshipped.

The incident of the killing of the kariasthan of the landlord could
be viewed as a rare event. The official report of the incident in fact refers

to the severity of labour and the lack of wages to compensate it as the
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main reason for the killing. Probably the slaves were aware of the abolition
of slavery in 1855. Towards late nineteenth century incidents of violent
clashes between the Cherumar slaves and Nairs have been reported from
North Malabar. Apart from such incidents we are yet to know about any
organized revolt or mobilization of slaves in Kerala as happened in the case
of many historical slave holding societies. However, ‘weapons of the weak’
kind of responses have been noted as the predominant mode of resistance
to caste slavery in Kerala. In spite of this we have references in folklore
as well as in local narratives stories of heroes of the slave castes who had
effectively challenged the violence unleashed by upper caste landlords.
The incident of killing the despotic agent of the landlord mentioned
above points to the particular politics that was developing in the wake
of the abolition of slavery that showed the critical understanding that
the slaves had been developing even amidst sever oppression. However,
they failed to evolve large scale resistance movements in the absence of
such a politics. The anti slavery politics that developed out of initiatives
of the missionaries would definitely disapprove of such acts of slaves that
would be referred to as crime. Probably because of such complexities the
disconnected events of slave’s violent mobilization never went beyond their
depiction as violent ‘criminal acts’. However such ‘criminal acts’ made
the officials of the state to admit that conditions of labour was ‘severe’ as
against the earlier notions of salve labour as a practice which was ‘time
immemorial’ and normal. We may read into such events the desire of the

slaves for liberation, however inchoate the idea of liberation had been.

Coming of the Missionary Christianity and the
Narratives of Slavery

In the following sections we shall analyze how the Protestant missionaries
in the Travancore region of Kerala tried to understand the world of
slaves that was changing. It will be instructive in this context to see certain
observations of the Parayas given by one of the missionaries of the Church
Missionary Society in the mid nineteenth century. According to him, the
Parayas were the property of their upper caste owners. These owners had
supreme control over their slaves including as mentioned earlier, the power

to sell and kill the slaves. This economic power and domination coming
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out of the control of land and the labouring slaves enabled the upper
caste landowners to perpetuate their hegemony in which ownership and
control of slaves was important ritually and economically. While economic
significance of slave labour is obvious the ritual significance emerges out
of the fact that the ideology and practice of caste legitimized by Hinduism
perpetuated the upper caste control over the slaves.

I wish to refer to a particular event from the everyday experience
of slavery that helps us to understand the question of domination over
the slave castes. It also shines on the religiosity of slaves who joined the
missions. One of the missionaries observed the case of a ‘recalcitrant’ slave
boy owned by a wealthy Syrian Christian master. The boy used to be ‘so
disobedient and headstrong’ that he used to be taken to the master’s house
every day where the master would give him fifteen whacks with a cane
especially kept for such purposes. The master would claim it as a treatment
to set him right. The master felt that the boy had changed substantially
after his conversion although he could not even guess how it happened.
The master gave the missionary ‘some interesting particulars of his present
good character’ which are not stated in the text by the missionary. Hearing
this, the missionary responded by saying that ‘the things thus revealed unto
babes are often hid from the wise and prudent®. What the missionary and
the master wanted to state here was the disciplining effect of the Gospel
which was extremely powerful and that it touched the heart of the boy
transforming him. The internal negotiation that might have taken place
in the mind of the boy remained as clusive as ever. It is this negotiation
that is valid when one thinks about the transformation that he had
undergone. This is sequel to the way the boy was characterized before he
joined the mission as ‘headstrong and disobedient’. Both the missionary
and the master spoke from their dominant positions but aware of the
new mentality that the slave boy or people like him began to have. The
missionary refers to it as a privileged position that was revealed to those
with a heart of the ‘babes’ but remained opaque to the ‘wise and prudent’
disarming the arrogant master. These incidents are recounted here to
show how the prevailing social structure traumatized the low caste slaves.

I'shall quote here another source that provides interesting information
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that is relevant to a discussion on the religiosity of the slaves. In the course
of the conversation that Rev. George Matthan, a very prominent native
CMS missionary had with a Paraya slave. He understood that the Paraya
informant ‘believed in the existence of one Supreme Being, the original
cause of all things but was unable to comprehend how the government
of this vast world could be carried on by him without the assistance of
subordinate agents.” During the short span of time of their conversation
the missionary endeavored ‘to correct the Paraya informant’s views on
this and other important subjects’ and to impress upon him the notion of
the exceeding love of God to men in giving up his only beloved son for
their redemption’. We do not get further information on what must have
been the Paraya informant’s ‘views on this and other important subjects.’
Conceptions of divinity that the Paraya informant had are significant
when we try to understand their world view in the context of modernity.

Another missionary narrated the conversation he had with a poor
slave from the jungle through an interpreter. The conversation was on the
concept of the Holy trinity. Although he understood that there was only
one God, he could not follow the concept of holy trinity as he thought
the concept was referring to three Gods. Finally, the missionary left it
to the Holy Spirit to reveal the truth to him®. The missionary explained
to him about the love of Christ whose name the latter had never heard
of. But according to the missionary the slave appeared much struck by
the love of Christ. Meanwhile a few more slaves came to the missionary
and he ‘took all of them to the boys’ school and let them hear the slave’s
hymn sung at which they were all pleased’. The reference to the love of
Christ and slaves listening to the slave hymn are significant here. The slave
hymn celebrates the redeeming love of Christ for the slaves which was very
effective in slave congregations”. In fact the slave hymn effectively used the
oral tradition of the Dalit communities in which the emotional aspects of
slave life have been kept alive.

The missionary told the slaves in the course of their conversation
that baptism required some trial of their sincerity and testing of their
learning!®. Baptism signified for the slaves a fundamental reorientation

of their lives. They were being asked to reflect on their lives and actions
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from a Christian perspective of sin and redemption. The missionary asked
them if they would send their children for further studies and they all
expressed their willingness to do so. He went on to ask them to work for
him in constructing the school shed!!. This, according to the missionary,
was for making a decent place of worship for them. He promised to give
them what they wanted if they promise to give him what he needed. The
slaves were enthused and agreed to do whatever they could for him'2. The
will of the slaves and its autonomy become pronounced in such contexts.
We can see from their actions that they were trying to change themselves
according to a new social vision that they had projected for themselves.
Learning became central to the social vision of both the missionaries
and the slave castes. In this context it will be interesting to analyze the
observation of the missionary, Koshi Koshi, that among the lower castes the
slaves were most willing to learn and ready to understand the knowledge
of God. He refers to one of the slaves who was studying under him and
who was of ‘dear character’. Although much injured and annoyed by his
Nair landlord he remained ‘firm and clear in his view of the Gospel and
is spreading the knowledge of truth among his fellow slaves!3.’
Similar observation has been made by another missionary working
in Alleppy region. He had observed that:
» the Gospel was making rapid but silent progress among
slaves. Although their
» trials, discouragements and poverty are great and various
yet their firmness in
» their profession, contentment with their lot, their meekness
and humility, their
» attachment to the ordinances of God can in no way be ac-
counted for but as
» illustrative of the existence and power of divine grace in
them!*
The ‘rapid progress’ of the Gospel was achieved through resistance to the
severe opposition from the upper castes towards the lower castes learning
the Gospel and eventual baptism. But at the same time those who joined

the missions become meek and humble and stayed firmly in their profession
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of faith. They managed these contradictory situations by staying firm in
the faith and committed to the new social imaginary that they were able
to develop through their interactions with the missionaries. Similarly
one needs to probe the question of their humble position and meekness
which was reminiscent of their situation in the traditional hierarchical
caste society. The Christian virtue of meekness and humbleness should
appear to them fundamentally different from the effect of domination that
they had to undergo in the traditional structure. In the traditional society
they were coerced into meckness through the exercise of upper caste
hegemony. The inner transformation of the slave castes that joined the
missions through the disciplinary effects of Christian teachings made them
humble. Notions such as ‘sin’ had played a crucial role in effecting such
changes. Similarly one could identify the otherworldliness and extremely
conservative understanding of the notion of salvation that made the poor
slave caste people further meek draining off the subversive dimensions of
their new religiosity. At the same time one could argue that the meekness
that was observed in the character of slave caste Christians were different
from their historical powerlessness as imposed by the caste structure. In
the new circumstances the emphasis given to salvation of the soul made
them meek and worthy of heavenly blessings. It is in this manner that
one could understand the different meanings of meckness of slave castes
before and after their engagement with Christianity. The attitude of
otherworldliness had pronounced effects on Dalits who joined the missions
that made them more comfortable with resolving social contradictions by
taking refuge in the spiritual realm. The disengagement of some sections
of Dalit Christians in Kerala with the public sphere in the twentieth
century might have resulted from this particular situation. This is more so
in the case of those Dalits who are with Pentecostal Churches. However,
such a mentality is visibly present among Dalit Christians irrespective of
denominations. This is largely because of the multiple marginalities that
they experience in Church today.

The clash of the worldviews of missionaries and the slave caste
people who joined the missions was evident in many practices of the latter.

An example of this is to be found in the recollections of a missionary with
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a slave named Choti, “a very intelligent and a leading man among the
slaves” who died in August 1856.

He was from the very beginning in the habit of regularly attending
the services and receiving instructions and had made an admirable progress
in the knowledge of Christianity. He refused, however, to come forward
to be baptized from the circumstance of his having two wives, neither of
whom he was inclined to divorce. His being a priest among the ‘heathen
slaves’, an office hereditary in his family and deriving considerable income
from their stated and voluntary offerings, was another impediment in
the way of his formally embracing Christianity. The last time when the
missionary was in the school, Choti expressed his hope that he would not
consider him to be a nonbeliever from his delaying to be baptized and
stated that his sole motive in their activity was his desire to bring more
of his fellow caste men to the knowledge of the truth; for his influences
would be lost among them if he entirely separated from their community
by baptism. The missionary was at a loss to form an opinion of his state
of mind during the sickness, as within a few days from the catching of
the discase a severe kind of jungle fever, he had lost his consciousness. '

Despite being regular in church attendance and receiving instructions
Choti did not come forward to be baptized. But at the same time Choti
did not want the missionary to consider him an unbeliever. Moreover,
the missionary himself admits that he had made considerable progress
in knowledge of Christianity, something that they considered essential to
the new claims that the slave castes were making. While continuing with
his traditional practices of ‘witchcraft’, he was equally concerned with
the new notions of Christianity that he had imbibed. In other words, he
betrayed ambivalence as far as his religious perceptions and practices were
concerned; this is not unusual in the case of Christianity among indigenous
people in other parts of the world!®.

Choti, according to the report of the missionary, did not want to
lose contact with the people of his community who have not become
Christians. Hence, he remained without baptism but at the same time he
hoped that he would not be considered nonbeliever!”. It may be that he

did not feel “sinful” as he continued to attend church regularly. More than
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this, he may have felt that, as he had not severed connection with them, he
would be able to influence his people who have not yet become Christians
and bring them to the knowledge and truth. He was a liminal person,
in Turner’s terms. As Victor Turner has pointed out “the attributes
of liminality or of liminal personae (“threshold people”) are necessarily
ambiguous since this condition and these persons elude or slip through
the network of classifications that normally locate states and positions
in cultural space. Liminal entities are neither here nor there; they are
betwixt and between the positions assigned and arrayed by law, custom,
convention and ceremonial.” It may be suggested that the liminal position
appeared liberatory to the protagonist of the story; it may have given him

some amount of freedom and equality vis-a-vis missionary judgments'®,

Learning and the changing social world

The number of those who could read and write was increasing. It was
also pleasing for the missionaries to record that the grants received for
education indirectly helped evangelical work, because those who had been
taught were generally diligent in teaching others and they read the word of
God to their ‘heathen’ friends and relatives with the result that they often
succeeded in bringing them to the Church of Christ'?. But at the same
time there were imbalances in the facilities available for the education of
Dalit Christians compared to the Syrian Christians within the CMS. It
has been reported that in some of the slave schools owing to the extreme
poverty students were unable to attend regularly although they have been
taught reading and writing, But at the same time the upper caste students
regularly attend the schools for them run by the mission. In his annual
letter, the Rev. George Matthan, the missionary in charge of the school
expressed his fear that if the necessary support for the education of slave
caste children were not forthcoming that would defeat the very objectives
with which those schools were established?”.

During the first few decades of the twentieth century this trend
changed qualitatively as there was some improvement in the enrolment
of low caste children in schools. This period signified the slave caste
people receiving minimum literacy that enabled them to read. The CMS

missionaries in Travancore right from the mid nineteenth down to the

early decades of the twentieth century especially in the phase of the “mass
movement,” were still confronted with similar problems in training the
children of the slave castes. They felt that in order to raise the converts
no effort is more powerful than the boarding school. Transfer the children
from their miserable, insanitary and often vicious surroundings and
educate them in a Christian environment and with Christian discipline
and instruct both boys and girls which is the effective means of moral
and spiritual elevation. Varied training included technical agricultural
as well as intellectual®!. It may be observed that qualities such as clean
surroundings, discipline and the general presence of moral alertness and
spiritual upbringing provided Christian characteristics to the boarding
school environment. According to the narratives of the missionaries these
were precisely what slave caste students lacked in their home environment.

A visiting missionary to a congregation was astonished to see ‘such a
large and interesting company of slaves flocking our school in so clean and
neat dress as on this occasion’. The missionary expressed his ‘high opinion
of cleanliness and told them to learn to wash their cloths hereafter?”’.
Similarly right from the beginning of the mission work both the CMS and
LMS missionaries from various parts of Travancore used to report on the
habit of the lower castes of eating carrion. But by early twentieth century
the missionaries began to feel that ‘now no one approach’ the carcass of a
dead animal.?® The moral vigilance and discipline of the missionaries was
such that ‘any failure of good conduct on the part of our people is at once
noticed about and made a matter of public reproach, as inconsistent with
their high profession?* All these changes were prerequisites for the effective
articulation of their demand for equality. In fact access to social space
depended on the social worth that the slave castes were able to acquire by
adopting the new practices discussed above that ultimately objectified the

untouchable body as a cleansed object.

Discipline and Conviction

In this section we briefly deal with certain narratives of slave caste indi-
viduals who joined the missions and symbolized the transformation that
missionary Christianity and colonial modernity brought about. We try to

understand this by following the career of the first slave caste individual
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who was baptized by the CMS missionaries in the Travancore region of
Kerala. His name was Thewatthan , and was christened as Abel in 1854.
According to the missionary the ‘seed of the word of God took deep
root, and bore fruit’ in the case of Abel. That was exemplified in the
uncompromising moral ground of conviction and faith he showed. This
diligence, that was exercised by him continued till the last moments of
his life. While in his deathbed he expressed the desire to see the Nedun-
gadapally Church coming up afar where the slaves also had membership
and for which he and his people have contributed money. “Feeling that
his end was near he asked to be carried to the top of the Kaippatta hill
so that he might see this ‘new house of God’ at Nedungadapally, about
two miles away, before he died. On the top of the hill they raised the old
and dying man in their arms and seeing the distant church he thanked
God and died in peace.” This is a clear example of the desire of this man
to achieve equality within the Church although the later history does not
validate such an expectation®. It is remarkable to note that in describing
in a very detailed manner the hopes, trials and sufferings of the slave castes
as authentic experiences, the missionary discourse projected a model for
precise social action. The sufferings were described both at individual and
social levels, focusing on the problems involved in them. At the individual
level detailed descriptions of the everyday life of the slaves are given in
the narratives that foreground the slave as an individual who undergoes
countless experiences of oppression®S. At the social level it was sought to
describe the webs of the social relations in which the slaves were placed as
labourers in agricultural production, and as commodities to be exchanged

by the masters.

Conclusion

Colonialism transformed the slave castes of Kerala in many ways—the
intimate spheres of family, bodily practices, huts they lived in, dress they
wore and the food they ate—that witnessed violent responses from the
oppressor castes. Similarly, there were contests over social space and phys-
ical space that assumed serious proportions by the early twentieth century.
As noted in the foregoing analysis, slave caste individuals began to acquire

social and individual dignity that was denied to them in the pre-colonial
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social order. The notion of individual in its various manifestations became
available to slave castes. The ideas of social sufferings that was replete in
missionary writings created a context for subsequent mobilization of slave
castes people in the twentieth century. In a way the question of affect
was central in redefining the individuals who were escaping from the
terrible experience of slavery that made any kind of intimate expressions
impossible. The struggle for citizenship of the twentieth century enabled
the descendants of slave castes to articulate their new social imaginaries

that were central to their experience of colonial modernity.

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Slavery, Colonial Rule and Tribal History:
Analyzing the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Kerala

through the Colonial Archives
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Abstract

The aim of the paper s to critique the categorical conceptualizations
of the tribes in colonial archives, particularly the ‘Adiya’ and
‘Paniya’ communities of the North-East Kerala. The ‘Adiyas’ and
‘Paniyas’ identify themselves to be predominantly agricultural
communities. However, they are defined and debated in the social
history of Kerala in multiple ways in terms of their labour practice.
The existing colonial narratives and ethnographic histories argue
that the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ shared a history of slavery on the
agricultural fields of Malabar district in the erstwhile Madras
presidency. For the Marxist historians of Kerala, the ‘Adiyas’
and ‘Paniyas’ were bonded labourers on the agricultural fields.
The contemporary ethnographic documentary narratives on
these tribal communities show that the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ are
employed as free wage labourers on the ginger plantations, where
they are exploited.

However, collective memories and lived experiences of the
‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ reveal that they form an integral part of

the agricultural economy of Kerala. The cultural history of the
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‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ is closely linked with their agricultural
festivals. The complexities involved in the history and identity
of the ‘Adiyas and ‘Paniyas’ are the result of their changing
relations with colonial and post-colonial administrative bodies
in Malabar. ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as slaves/bonded labourers
became foundational for the colonial and post-colonial narratives
on these adivasi communities. The paper attempts at a reading
of the provincial colonial documents on slavery in Malabar of
the nineteenth century to understand the complexities involved
in consolidating the social history of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’
as slaves. Evidence from the provincial colonial documents are
inconsistent with the stereotyping of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as
slaves/bonded labourers. These documents suggest that the tribal
communities of ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ experienced diverse ways of
living. They were food gatherers and independent agriculturalists.
The paper thus attempts at historicizing the knowledge production
around the tribes of Kerala and presents the adivasi viewpoint that
the stereotype of the tribe as a slave subsumes the complexity and
richness of their cultural history.

Introduction

The ‘tribe’ has always been a category that defied strict categorical
definitions in the Indian context. The category ‘tribe’, in colonial India
was introduced as an administrative category; for the ease of colonial
rulers to bring the people under administrative policies. Post-colonial
studies that came out on the tribes of India had taken efforts to assert
their existence as a community of independent cultivators who lost their
identity as agriculturalists by the migrant settlers on their lands. Subaltern
historians like Archana Prasad' had argued that the ‘tribes’ of India
were those plain agriculturalists who were pushed farther into the hilly
areas as a result of their lands being usurped by the foreign invaders.
The tribes, from a subaltern perspective, are considered an autonomous
community of agriculturalists who practiced communitarian means of
food production. Imposition of colonial rule in the erstwhile colonies
had adversely affected the tribal culture, polity and economy and had
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impacted the tribal customary forms of living as well.? Shifting cultivation
practices and the food gathering practices of the tribes were strictly
restricted by the implementation of colonial forest policies as well as
the land revenue practices. The tribes, thus devoid of access to any
independent, communitarian means of food production practices were
pushed into modern, capitalist labour systems in the agricultural sector.
The tribal history and culture has thus been undermined by the
colonial policies that often attempted to primitivise the tribes and categorise
them as agricultural slaves. As a reaction to the loss of autonomous forms
of cultivation, the tribes began to resort to tribal narrations of history that
dignified their culture, along with an emphasis on their political rights.
Most often, such claims that were based on the reclamation of tribal rights
for land, water and forests were defined as an appeal to ‘indigeneity’ by the
subaltern historians of South Asia. Thus it can be argued that the tribes
who were once actively a part of the cultivation practices in pre-colonial
India were alienated from their lands and cultivation practices by the
colonial administrative policies. An appeal to ‘indigeneity’ and tribal
cultural history seems to be the coping strategy for the tribal communities
in India so that they would be a part of the political domain and electoral
democracy of the nation.?
The ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad
The ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ tribal communities inhabit the hilly district
of Northeast Kerala called Wayanad. Wayanad is set atop the Western
Ghats. The western and southern parts of Wayanad are surrounded by
the plains of Malabar. To its east is the Nilgiri mountains, to the north-east
is the Mysore plateau and to its north west, the Western Ghats stretches
to Coorg, in Karnataka. Wayanad holds the largest population of tribes
in Kerala. It is home to 1,51,443 tribes according to the 2011 census.*
Wayanad came under the British rule by the beginning of the 1800’s.
The colonial rule introduced modern forms of politics, economy and law
into Wayanad and its tribal inhabitants. Renewed land revenue policies,
forest protection measures and the introduction of plantation economy in
Wayanad during the nineteenth century affected the symbiotic relationship
that the tribals shared with the land and forests of Wayanad. Moreover,
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the vast availability of lands for cultivation in the hills brought people
from the central Travancore during the 1920’s to Wayanad. All these
developments pushed the tribal communities of Wayanad into agricultural
labour on the lands of ‘jenmis’ or landlords. The tribal communities,
particularly the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad had no option but
to work as agricultural labourers as they were deprived of independent
means of living.

‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ claim themselves to be agriculturalists
both historically and culturally. ‘Paniyas’ form the largest population of
Scheduled Tribes in Kerala, forming 22.5% of the total tribal population in
Kerala. Though a majority of their population is found in Wayanad, they
also inhabit the neighbouring districts of Kannur, Kozhikkode, Palakkad
and Malappuram. Rachel Santhosh in her article on the ‘Paniyas’ of Kerala
notes that the term ‘Paniya’ indicated that they earn their livelihood from
work as the term “pani’ in Malayalam meant ‘work’ (63). They are mainly
a landless community and their traditional occupation include hunting,
fishing, food gathering, horticulture and trapping of birds and animals
(63). ‘Adiya’ hamlets are mostly found in the taluks of Mananthavady,
to the north east of Wayanad. A limited population of the ‘Adiya’
community also inhabit the neighbouring district of Kannur and the state
of Karnataka. Their total population in Wayanad as per the 2011 census
is 10, 996. ‘Adiyas’ claim that they, as a community, had migrated from
Karnataka to the hills of Wayanad. Both these communities claim that
they were independent agriculturalists who practiced shifting cultivation in
the hills of Wayanad. When the lands of Wayanad began to be colonised
by the plantation economy and the forests came under the Conservator of
Forests for the British administration during the nineteenth century, the
tribes found it difficult to continue their independent cultivation practices.
It was then that the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ began to be employed by the

local landlords as agricultural labourers on the rice fields.

2.1. ‘Vallippani’: A Tribal Form of Labour
Local labour system between the landlords and tribes was vernacularly
known as ‘vallippani’ or ‘kundalppani’. “Vallippani’ is a form of agrestic

labour in which the tribes were hired by the jenmis to do labour on their
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fields for an entire year. Tribal labourers in the ‘valli’ system were made
to forcefully agree to the demands set up by the landlords in return for
the money that had been advanced from the landlords to meet their
needs. ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ claim that ‘vallippani’ involved a patron-
client relationship, based on mutual trust. An elderly ‘Paniya™ from
Mananthavady revealed that the system of ‘vallippani’ existed for quite a
long time and that he was a ‘valli’ labourer when he was fifteen or sixteen.
He revealed that the landlords; who were usually ‘Nairs’, ‘Nambiars’, and
‘Nambuthiris’; used to call the tribes to work on the fields: “We, the “poor’
used to work for them and we got some five rupees or so in a year. For
the women, it was two and a half rupees. There were other tasks too. At
the time of harvest, we were given one ‘pothi’ (packet) of paddy and were
given clothes during Onam and Vishu”. It is believed that the Adiyas’ and
‘Paniyas’ used to gather for the annual festival at Valliyoorkkavu temple
near Mananthavady in the month of Meenom.% It was at Valliyoorkkavu
temple that the tribes were given advances for working on the jenmis’ fields,
till the next temple festival. Both the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ agreed that no
one could escape from this bondage once the advance was accepted and
that the tribes never thought of cheating the landlords. They were free
to either work under another landlord once the agreement was over or
could renew their older agreement. This system turned to be exploitative
when the tribes were denied proper wages. They were given only a small
amount of rice daily. The labourers were occasionally given clothes, oil
and soap on festive days. Kariyan mooppan’ from the Kaithavally ‘Adiya’
colony notes: “It was customary for the jenmis to give us ‘Karikkan’ (a
mundu) and some oil and soap after the harvest and on the festive days
like ‘Onam’ and “Vishu’. Holidays were also given to us as a bonus, after

long months of restless labour™.

Conceptualization of the ‘Adiyas’ and Paniyas’ as
Slave Communities

The history of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad have always been
linked with agricultural slavery in the ethnographic, administrative and
anthropological works on these communities. However, oral histories,

folk songs, rituals and personal accounts of these communities often talk
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about an independent and dignified past. The works that touched upon
the ethnographic and cultural aspects of these tribes had failed to capture
the complexity of their culture and labour practices. Without adequate
examination into the ways in which these tribal communities adapted to
the changing power relations that they were subjected to, most of the works
that have tried to create a discourse around the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’
categorised them as slaves. Before analysing the ways in which the colonial
archival materials captured the tribes of Wayanad in their administrative
discourses, it would be important to look at the different ways in which the
‘Adiya’ and the “Paniya’ culture was understood by the popular Malayali
conscience. For the same, the paper attempts to review some important
works, both ethnographic and administrative that contributed in creating
an image of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as slaves.

While discussing the system of slavery in Kerala, it is important to
look at the discourses around bondage in India as well as systems of slavery
across the globe, especially in the colonial plantations of the Caribbeans.
Scholars have termed the slave experiences of the African Americans in
the plantations as part of colonial modernity. Paul Gilroy argued that the
slaves on the Caribbean plantations were very much a part of the modern
systems of surveillance and labour situations. Gilroy in his 7%e Black Atlantic
notes that “Colonial experience was used broadly so as to include slavery;
colonialism, racial discrimination, and the rise of nationalist consciousness
charged with colonialism’s negation” (195). As far as the Indian situation is
concerned, scholar like Sanal Mohan opined that the system of slavery in
India was graded. Slave systems in India held a direct relation to the cast
hierarchies, in which most often the lowest caste hierarchies contributed
a steady supply of slave labour. Sanal Mohan in his Modernity of Slavery:
Struggles against Caste Inequality in Colonial Rerala made it clear that the systems
of agrestic exploitations largely experienced in Kerala were related to the
caste hierarchies as opposed to the plantation slavery (40).

C. Gopalan Nair’s Winaad: Its People and Traditions was one of the
earliest administrative documents that brought to light the political history
of Wayanad, one of the remotest divisions of the Malabar district then.

Nair was the then Deputy collector of the Malabar district who was then
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posted at Mananthavady. The book was administratively important as it
helped the colonial administrators in gaining a preliminary understanding
of the tribes of Wayanad. Nair in this book also took up the project of
documenting the hill tribes of Wayanad, their customs and rituals. With
an honest intention to document the local history and the myths associated
with Wayanad and its people, Nair drew largely from the reports collected
by Colin Mackenzie, dated 1810 to deal with the aporias regarding the
history of the place. Moreover, he is indebted to the Madras Manual of
Admunistration, Malabar Manual by William Logan and Malabar Gazetteer to
deal with the political history of the place. The local history of Wayanad
projected through the book is largely influenced by the colonial documents.
Nair had borrowed from the Malabar Gazetteer to throw light into the
fact that Wayanad had been a tribal kingdom, also called as the “Vedar’
kingdom which was later sabotaged by the non-tribal outsiders: “Though
the Malabar Gazetteer points to a time of the reign of the Vedar kings, the
exact time period and the occasion specific to the Vedar kingdom is not to
be found. The two tribal rulers, Vedan and Arippan ruled over the tribes
of the area and they were preys to elite subordination. It is said that Vedan
was the ruler of the land lying South of the Panamaram river, Wayanad
and Arippan ruled over the tract lying north of Panamaram and Arippatta
Kunnu in Thavinjal amsoms (division)” (13).

Nair’s book that attempts at a detailed history of the people of
Wayanad lacks adequate resources to do it. The book was based on the
colonial documents that were available when it was written. The author
completely glossed over the tribal nomads of the region as his category of
‘citizen’ included only those who paid taxes. Nair in this book attempted
a detailed survey of the people of Wayanad hills and plains. As far as the
tribes of Wayanad were concerned, Nair categorised them as hill tribes,
predial slaves and food gatherers. Nair had neatly categorised the ‘Adiyas’
and ‘Paniyas’ as ‘predial’ or ‘agricultural slaves’. It is interesting to note
that the descriptions of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ are framed in their
relationship with a jenmi. ‘Adiyas’ are described as agricultural labourers
under the patronage of a jenmi who provided them paddy every year

during the Vishu and the Onam festivals.
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Unlike the ‘Adiyas’, ‘Paniyas’ are found in all the ‘amsoms’ of
Wayanad. They also constitute agricultural labourers under the jenmis.
The jenmi provides them with yearly supplies of paddy and clothing that
ensure their bondage to him for a year. Even the honorary titles like
the ‘mooppan’ and ‘kuttan’ are given by the jenmis. Nair gives a short
description of their origin related with the mythical Ippimala. They are
believed to be wooed by the plainsmen to come down from the hills to
work on the plains and have subsequently become captives of the jenmis
(102). The jenmi thus had an important role to play in the lives of these
agricultural labourers who remained bound to them as slaves. The ‘Adiya’
and ‘Paniya’ cultural history in the book is constructed around this assumed
slave status of these communities.

K. Panoor is another important administrator who dealt with the
‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad. His book Keralathile Africa (1963) had
been a tremendous influence among the mainstream Malayali audience
with regard to the discussion on the conditions of the tribes of North-
East Kerala. Panoor looks at the everyday life and culture of the tribes
like the ‘Adiyas’, ‘Kurichyas’, ‘Koragas’, ‘Paniyas’, ‘Kattunaickas’ and
‘Kurumas’. All these tribal communities inhabit the hills of Wayanad
and the neighbouring plains of Malabar. Discussions in this book jumped
into hasty conclusions regarding the tribal labour patterns in Wayanad.

Panoor hastily drew comparisons between the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’
agricultural labour with the systems of slavery among the African Americans
in the Caribbean plantations. ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ are described as a
community that still carry the stigma of an ex-slave community. Panoor
described that locally, the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ entered into a patron
client relationship wherein the tribes pledged in front of the local deity
called “Valliyooramma’®; their labour to a particular landlord for one year.

The ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ whom I met during the fieldwork in
Wayanad however talk of ‘vallippani’ as a necessary arrangement between
the labourer and the jenmi for the purpose of cultivation. The late Kariyan
mooppan in one of his interviews’ made it clear that there were no written
bonds between the masters and labourers. The tribal labourers took an

oath in front of the local deity called “Valliyooramma’ pledging their labour
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for a period of one year for one particular jenmi and that they considered
it blasphemous to break the oath. Panoor in his book had unmistakably
thrown light into the fact that the tribes like the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of
Wayanad used to be subservient to the jenmis of Wayanad, yet he had
overlooked the fact that such systems of tribal labour that were based on
oral agreements could not be simply paralleled with modern forms of
plantation slavery.

P.R.G. Mathur’s Tribal Situation in Kerala looked at the issue of
the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ labour from a Marxian point of view. Mathur
categorised the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ labour as ‘bonded labour’. Mathur
borrowed the definition for bonded labour from the report of the select
commiittee on the bonded labour system. This report had included the
system of ‘Vallippani’ or ‘kundalppani’, the labour system of the tribes as
bonded labour:

Bonded labour system consists in the payment of cash called
“Vallurkkavu panam” or “nilpu panam” or by whatever name it may
locally be known or the payment in kind, by one person (hereafter called
the creditor) to a person belonging to a scheduled tribe (hereinafter called
the debtor), whether evidenced by writing or otherwise on any one of the
following terms namely:

“that in consideration of the payment of cash or the payment in kind
made by the creditor to the debtor, the debtor shall by himself or through
members of his family, render labour or personal service to the creditor for
a specified period, either without wages or on payment of nominal wages”.

“that on failure to render the labour or personal service referred to
in clause (a), the debtor shall be bound to repay the cash or the value of
the things received by him and vacate the hut, if any, occupied by him
and situated in the land belonging to the creditor™ (93).

Mathur in the book thus attempted to categorise kundalppani’ or
‘vallippani’ as a form of bonded labour. The agreement was made in the
Valliyoorkkavu temple premises where the loan was given to the debtor
and the debtor would forfeit the service of his entire family members to the
jenmi for an entire year. The wages that they got for this bonded labour is

simply some paddy and clothes. These agreements bound the tribes to a
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jenmi for a complete lifetime. They also used to get fringe benefits from the
jenmis during the festival seasons like ‘Onam’ and “Vishu”. Mathur argues
that the reason for ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ servitude is tribal land alienation.
The tribes had entered into oral agreements with the ‘Nairs’ and ‘Chettis’
of the area, lending them the lands that originally belonged to the tribes.
Since there were no adequate documents to prove their ownership on these
lands, the agriculturalists like the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ got alienated from
their lands and had to depend on the landlords for subsistence.

A. Atyappan’s work called 7he Paniyans: An Ex-Slave Tribe of South India
(1992) is an important anthropological work that discusses in detail the
culture, practices and the orality of the ‘Paniya’ community. This work
systematically analyzed the “Paniyas’ as an agricultural community. The
book also discussed various reasons for the loss of ‘Paniya’ cultural identity
and the role that mainstream history played in depicting the ‘Paniyas’ as
slaves, thieves and criminals. Aiyappan went as far as to comment that
there was no sociological cause for the ‘Paniyas’ to be treated as tribes as
they had always lived in close contact with the landlords of Wayanad (viii).
The reason for this assumption could be the fact that the tribes were always
categorised as those communities who lived independently in remote areas.
Moreover, Aiyappan argues that the ‘Paniyas’ resembled the ‘Cherumas’,
the Dalit agricultural slaves of Malabar. In contrast to Panoor’s treatment
of the ‘Paniyas’ as slaves, Aiyappan did not categorise the ‘Paniyas’ simply
as slaves. He argues through this study that the ‘Paniyas’ along with the
‘Adiyas’ were agricultural labourers, food gatherers and seasonal labourers.
He also notes that some of them were hereditary slaves of the jenmis.
Nevertheless, Atyappan made it clear that there was no evidence for slave
trade from the Valliyoorkkavu temple (45). Aiyappan also notes that the
landlords often used ‘Paniyas’ for crimes. ‘Paniyas’ were hence branded
coffee thieves and murderers (9-10).

Thus, Aiyappan’s book gives a detailed description of the adversities
that the ‘Paniyas’ had to face with the changing administrative structures
in Malabar like the feudal rule and the British rule from the 1790’ to
1947. If the ‘Paniyas’ were hereditary slaves under the feudal landlords,

they were plantation labourers on the coffee estates set up by the British.
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In the post-independence era, the Christian migrations from the central
Travancore had affected the ‘Paniya’ subsistence as they were not
summoned for agricultural purposes often.

What makes Aiyappan’s work different is that it tried to understand
the ‘Paniya’ history from the ‘Paniya’ perspective. Aiyappan did not simply
borrow from the colonial documents that were available during the time to
write a social history of the ‘Paniyas’, rather he tried to collect and translate
some of the ritual and cultural songs that are important to the Paniyas.

O.K. Johny’s Wayanad Rekhakal (2010) 1s another book that claims to
be an important explication on the history of Wayanad and the tribes of
Wayanad. In the section titled ‘Adimakkachavadavum Adimappaniyum’
(‘Slave Trade and Slave Labour’), Johny deals with the ‘Adiya’ and
‘Paniya’ labour that contributed to the wetland cultivation of Wayanad
and concludes that their labour system was nothing but slavery. Johny, like
Nair and Mathur had retold the mythical story of the slave trade at the
Valliyoorkkavu shrine in Mananthavady and had agreed upon the narrative
that the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ were a tribal community who were bought
and sold by the landlords. According to him, the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’
used to go to the annual market at the Valliyoorkkavu temple during the
temple festival in March to buy agricultural tools and other products for
a year. However, they had to take advance money from the jenmis for
the same. As they were unable to repay the amount in cash, they used to
enter into an agreement with the jenmis for another one year, pledging
to work for them. Since this agreement was made on behalf of the deity,
Valliyooramma, none of the tribes dared to walk out of the agreement.
(160-61). Such an argument would suffice the curiosity of an uniformed
reader on the complexities that are inherent in a power relation wherein
even the consciousness of the subaltern had been overridden with the
feudal hegemony.

Finally, an important book that needs to be discussed regarding the
categorisation of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad is Mundakkayam
Goprt’s Rurumpurar (2011). Gopt’s book is an attempt to trace the history
of Wayanad from the neolithic age up to the post-independence era. He

had looked into the long process of metamorphosis that the area had
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undergone before it became a district of the modern Kerala state in 1980.
In the chapter on ‘Slavery in Wayanad’, Gopi elaborated on the contexts
under which the system of ‘slavery’ took roots in Wayanad. He argued that
the necessary condition for the sustenance of a feudal system required the
existence of tenants and subalterns. However, the situation that existed in
Wayanad was somewhat different from the landlord — tenant feudal system
across the state. Tribes like ‘Kurumas’ and ‘Kurichyas’, were independent
agriculturalists who never used to work for the landlords. Other tribes like
the ‘Kadars’ and ‘Kattunaickas” were food gatherers and they lived deep
in the forests and rarely held contact with the landlords. However, groups
like the ‘Paniyas’ and ‘Adiyas’ came to be seen as the agricultural slaves to
the jenmis and they were bonded to these lands for a long period of time.
Gopi notes that ‘Adiyas’ had a history of slavery in Karnataka and
they used to work only for Gowders who migrated to Wayanad from
Karnataka. As far as the ‘Paniyas’ were concerned, Gopi notes that
they would have come under this system some three centuries back.
These groups, who were predominantly food gatherers, lost their way of
sustenance with increased migrations and the reduction of forest arcas due
to natural disasters and were forced to work under the landlords (184).
Gopi also describes the way in which the jenmis and their men used
to tame the ‘Paniyas’ who were forced to come out of the forests. ‘Paniyas’
who happened to come out of the forests were tied to a long pole and were
beaten till the fear of the jenmi gripped them. Paniyas were from then on
forced to work on the fields. This process of taming was called ‘mettiyil
kettal’. They were also not allowed to keep any private properties and even
if they happened to come across anything valuable, they had to forfeit it to
the landlord, failure of which they were subjected to harsh punishments.
Gopi’s work looked at the diverse ways in which the ‘Adiya’ and the
‘Paniya’ labour was to be examined. Gopi makes it clear that these tribes
were once independent cultivators and then they were subjugated by the
non-tribal outsiders. Their labour system according to Gopi was a mixture
of hereditary slavery as well as bonded labour, wherein the ‘Adiyas’ and
‘Paniyas’ were forcefully brought into the plains cultivation. Gopi’s book

is constructed more around a Marxian perspective of production relations
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wherein he attributed the land dispossession as the sole reason for the
bonded labour that existed among the adivasis. Gopi did not gloss over
the local specificity of the existence of the agrestic labour as he pointed
to the fact that there could be documents related to the exchanges of the

‘valli’ labourers as early as the nineteenth century.

3.1. Inquiring Slavery among the Tribes in Colonial
Archives
Conceptualisation of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as slaves has been largely
dependent on the historical and ethnographic works that were discussed
in the previous section. Most of these works attributed the knowledge
regarding tribal communities based on the colonial administrative reports
and travelogues. This section tries to analyze such provincial colonial
documents as well as travelogues of colonial officers to build a discourse
around the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ labour practices. Such an analysis is
important to question the stereotyping of the tribes as slaves both in the
colonial and the post-colonial documents. In his Reconsidering Untouchability:
Chamars and Dalit History in North India, Ramnarayan. S. Rawat argued
that the Chamars of Uttar Pradesh were stereotyped as leather workers
and most of the colonial and post-colonial studies that came out on them
assumed their dirty traditional business with the hides of animals as a
reason for them being marginalised as untouchables (6). Rawat argued
that most of these studies tried to establish leather work as a traditional
occupation of the Chamars, which in turn had made their bodies polluting
and hence untouchable. However, it was the provincial documents that
helped Rawat to establish the fact that the Chamars of UP were not simply
leather workers, but that they were also agriculturalists (19-20).
Similarly, with the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad, constant
stereotyping of these communities as slaves resulted in the erasure of a
possible dignified cultural history for them. Even the post-colonial works
that came out on the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ based their arguments on a
few colonial records that were framed for administrative purposes. Thus
the discourses created by these documents around the tribes as slaves
were hasty and denied the roles for ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as independent

cultivators, food gatherers and seasonal labourers. It is also interesting
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to note that the provincial documents and reports that were prepared for
purposes other than enumeration and administration by the colonial rulers
provided insights that are often different and contradictory to the accepted
discourse around the tribes. The reports that I tried to analyse in this
section are mostly colonial reports on slavery in the Madras presidency and
the Malabar district. These documents cover the periods between 1800s
and 1900s. Along with these reports, travelogues, early anthropological
works on the tribes and commentaries by district administrators on the
people of Malabar district are analysed.

Francis Buchanan in his 4 Journey from Madras through the Countries of
Mpysore, Canara and Malabar (1807) talked about the slave population of the
Southern Canara regions adjacent to the Malabar district. Buchanan made
some remarks on the slaves of the area. He notes that the cultivation was
mainly done by ‘culialu’” or hired servants and by ‘muladalu’ or bought
men/ slaves. He describes that a male slave received one and half ‘hany’
of rice and a woman received one ‘hany’. The male servant also received
a piece of cloth worth one and half rupees and two rupees, whereas the
woman is allowed only the cloth. They would also receive an allowance
of “oil, salt and other seasonings” on festival occasions (36). Buchanan
however made no comments regarding the tribes of Wayanad as he had
not visited the place.

One of the earliest documents that talked about the aboriginals of
the Malabar district is the Malabar Gazetteer (1915) by C.A. Innes. In the
section that is dedicated to the people of Malabar, it is noted that those
depressed classes of aboriginals who occupied the plains were agricultural
serfs and those in the hills and forests were genuine “jungle tribes” (133).
Innes notes, “It is extremely difficult to determine their relative positions,
or to investigate their subdivisions, or customs, since they are entirely
illiterate, while the more intelligent amongst them are apt to draw on
their imagination and borrow from the manners of their superiors” (133).
Regarding the ‘Paniyans’, observation made by Innes was that they
contributed the chief agricultural coolies in the foothills of Wayanad.
They were shifting cultivators who used to cultivate hill rice. They were

simultaneously employed as woodcutters and mahouts. They were excellent
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‘shikaris’ or hunters. They are classified by Innes as animists who used to
worship ‘kuli’ on a raised platform called *kulithara’ (135-136). Innes thus
makes it clear that the plain aboriginals like the ‘Cherumars’ and ‘Pulayans’
were agricultural serfs whereas the hill tribes like the ‘Paniyans’ could not
be classified as agrestic serfs alone. These communities were never simply
dependent on jenmis for subsistence, but they had independent forms of
shifting cultivation practices as well. It is also noted that aboriginals like
the ‘Paniyans’ were driven up the hill from the plains of Wayanad when
more civilized people overtook the plains.

Another important report on the Malabar District is William Logan’s
Malabar Manual (1887) in two volumes. Logan had done detailed analysis
of the district of Malabar, its people and customs. It is in Logan’s account
that we find a detailed description on the system of slavery in Malabar. It
1s worth mentioning that according to Logan, the servile classes included
‘Palli’, “Parayan’, ‘Ambattan’, ‘Oddar’, ‘Upparavan’ and ‘“Vannan’. The
slave population of Malabar according to the census of 1857 was 16, 561
and the total slave population of Malabar was 159,000. Of these servile
classes, he categorised the ‘Parayans’ as slaves (115). On the other hand, he
specifically described the ‘Cherumars’ as agrestic slaves. Logan noted that
‘Cherumas’ of Malabar had always been living in serfdom and was always
dependent on the master. They were a community who were considered
polluting when in contact with higher castes. The ‘Cherumas’ were often
bought and sold and Logan notes that the price that an average young
‘Cheruma’ man under ten years old fetched Rs 3-8-0 and of a female
somewhat less. An infant ten months old once fetched Rs 1-10-6 (150).
‘Cherumas’ used to cultivate nearly all the rice lands of Malabar. But Logan
observes that even the proclamation of the ‘Abolition of Slavery” by Act
V of 1843 could not assure complete independence for the ‘Cherumars’
from their masters as they continued to work under these masters if they
wished to.

‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ were outside the purview of Logan. His
definition of ‘Adiyans’ was generic and did not relate directly to the tribes
of Wayanad. His discussions on the Wayanad taluk did not include a

description of the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ as slaves. For Logan, ‘Adiyan’
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derived from a Dravidian word ‘adi’ which meant base, bottom or foot.
The word ‘Adiyan’ thus meant a ‘slave’. Logan also makes it clear that in
North Malabar, the word meant slave and in South Malabar, the word
generally meant ‘vassal’. Logan says, “Under the old system, where every
Tiyan was under a kind of vassalage to some superior, to some patron, to
a Tamburan as he is commonly called, the patron was bound to protect
him and to redress any petty wrongs he might sustain, and the client or
vassal acknowledged his dependent state by yearly presents, and was to
be ready with his personal services upon any private quarrel of his patron.
This kind of dependency gave the patron no right of disposal of the
person of his vassal as a slave, nor did it acquit the dependent individual of
a superior obligation to the Raja or his representatives, the Desavali, and
Naduvili, upon a public emergency” (clxviii-clxix). Thus, the usage of the
word ‘Adiyan’ did not strictly encompass the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’ tribes of
Wayanad. It should be assumed that these tribal communities escaped the
classificatory discourses that the colonial administrators like William Logan
resorted to. In fact even in the descriptions on the caste and occupation
of the people of Malabar, Logan had identified ‘Kurumbers’ as the only
jungle men who were involved in agriculture (114).

Herbert Wigram’s A Commentary on Malabar Law and Customs (1882)
discussed ‘Kurumbers’, ‘Paniyers” and ‘Kurichyas’ as the jungle tribes who
represented “the pastoral, agricultural and hunting tribes respectively”
(1). Wigram comments that these tribes have disappeared from the low
countries, yet the representatives of each of these communities are to be
found among the forests of Wayanad.

Edgar Thurston’s Castes and Tribes of Southern India (1909) is an
important anthropological work on the different castes and tribes of South
India. Thurston in his work had been able to cover slave castes as well as
the tribes of Malabar district including the parts of Wayanad. There is a
detailed description regarding the ‘Paniyas’ of Wayanad in volume six of
Thurston’s work. Thurston observes that the population of the ‘Paniyas’
during the 1891 census was 33, 282. The word ‘Paniya’ meant ‘labourer’.
Regarding their status, he observed that “their position was a little removed

from that of a slave, for every ‘Paniya’ is some landlord’s ‘man’; and,
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though he is, of course, free to leave his master, he is at once traced, and
good care 1s taken that he does not get employment elsewhere” (58). It is
also noted by Thurston that when the lands of Wayanad were brought
by the plantation owners in the nineteenth century, the ‘Paniyas’ were
also sold by the landlords along with these lands. As far as the traditional
occupation of the ‘Paniyas’ were concerned, Thurston makes it clear that
the ‘Paniyas’ themselves claimed to be agriculturalists, but they were also
employed by the plantation owners. Itis interesting here to note that some
of the observations that A. Aiyappan made in his work on the ‘Paniyas’
were borrowed from Thurston. The stigmatization of the ‘Paniyas’ as a
community of criminals has been put forward by Thurston. He claims
that the ‘Paniyas’ were employed as coffee thieves by rich receivers at
nights. The ‘Paniyas’, it is observed that were not afraid of night trips and
they would not “hesitate to commit nocturnal depredations” (59). The
‘Paniya’ men were also employed as night watchmen. In addition to being
agriculturalists, they were cattle herders as well. They were often employed
to clear the forest areas for cultivation purposes.

Thurston makes it clear that the ‘Paniyas’ did the majority of the
rice cultivation of Wayanad on the lands owned by the ‘jenmis’. It is noted
that the ‘Paniyas’ were often attached to the edoms or places of the jenmi
or to the Devaswoms or temple properties of the great Nair landlords (60).
Nevertheless, ‘Paniyas’ are portrayed as a savage community by Thurston
who murdered men, changed shapes and lured women.

Thurston notes that the implementation of the colonial policies had
seriously affected the livelihood patterns of the tribes like ‘Paniyas’. Acts
like the Indian Fisheries Act IV of 1897, which restricted the capture of
fishes from the ponds in Wayanad affected the food habits of the “Paniyas’.
Thurston notes, “These rules referred to the erection and use of fixed
engines, the construction of weirs, and the use of nets, the meshes of which
are less than one and a half inches square for the capture or destruction
of fish, and the prohibition of fishing between the 15® March and 15%
September annually”(62). Similarly, the implementation of the forest
reservation policies and the land taxes must have equally affected such

communities who were not just predial slaves, but were also hunters and
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shifting cultivators.

Thurston has also made observations on the cultural practices of
the ‘Paniyas’ in brief. He says that though the ‘Paniyas’ used to worship
the deities of the Hindu pantheon in general, they had specific deities for
worship like ‘Kadubhagavathi’ or the ‘goddess of the forest” and ‘kuli’.
These gods were worshipped on a raw, raised platform usually. He also
makes comments on the birth, death, shamanistic practices and marriage
ceremonies of the ‘Paniyas’!’

Definitions regarding ‘Adiyan’ in Thurston’s work are similar to that
made by Logan. Thurston made it clear that the word was usually applied
to the vassals of Thampurans and other powerful patrons. The word

‘Adiyan’ generally meant ‘feudal dependency on a patron’ (4).

3.2. Representation of Tribal Labour in Slavery Papers
Provincial reports related to slavery that had come out from various
districts of the Madras presidency provide important source of information
for the description on the labouring classes. These documents offer a
slightly different perspective on the matters of agricultural labour and the
condition of the ‘Adiyas’ and the ‘Paniyas’ of Malabar. In fact in these
documents, we see the complexity in capturing the labour practices of the
agricultural labourers like the ‘Cherumars’ of Malabar and the tribes of
Wayanad. These documents truly reflect the viewpoints of the provincial
administrators and their reports and when compared to each other reveal
slight inconsistencies and irregularities with regard to the system of slavery
that existed among the lower castes of Malabar. Such inconsistencies
could be due to two main reasons, first due to the subjective nature of
these reports and the other due to the fact that the information that are
recorded in these correspondences are mainly drawn from the elite classes
of the area and not from the labouring classes themselves. Nevertheless,
these documents offer a sympathetic view on the agricultural labourers
like the ‘Cherumars’ and the tribes of Malabar unlike other administrative
documents of enumeration and anthropometric reports that had classified
the ‘tribes’ simply as ‘slaves’ and savages.

One of the earliest documents on the abolition of slavery is found

among the Mackenzie manuscript dated 13 November, 1682. This order
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from William Gyfford, Governor of Fort. St. George is regarding the
prevention of the sale of the countrymen of Malabar by sea and making
them slaves in other countries. The order states that the office of the
governor in council found that the countrymen of Malabar were shipped to
distant and strange countries as slaves. This order declared the prevention
of transporting labourers by all the residents in the province of Fort. St.
George. This report reveals that slave trade has been a regular practice
from the ports of Malabar since the seventeenth century and it was the
British administration that initiated the process of regulating the practices
of slave trade of the natives from Malabar.

Another important report on the slaves of Malabar is J. Vaughan’s
report on the slaves of Malabar dated 20 July, 1819. However, traditional
agricultural labourers of Wayanad like the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ were out
of the purview of Vaughan’s report. Vaughan reports that the condition of
the slaves in Malabar had improved with the establishment of the British
administration. He observed that the extent of the system of slavery in
North Malabar was comparatively lesser than in the Southern and the
Eastern provinces. Vaughan clearly stated that “in this estimate I have
not included those in Wynaad”. The slaves of Malabar were attached to
the soil of their proprietors, nevertheless they were frequently transferred,
hired or sold to other lands. Vaughan also mentioned the prices that the
slave castes like the ‘Cherumars’ fetched their masters. A man was sold for
48 fanams, a woman for 36 fanams, a boy for 20 fanams and a girl for 15
fanams. The status of the masters in Malabar depended on the number of
slaves they possessed and once born a slave in Malabar, the emancipation
was close to impossible. With regard to the treatment of the slaves during
colonial rule, he notes that even though the proprictors had the power to
take the lives of slaves as forms of punishment, it is found that the masters
most often treated their slaves with kindness. Vaughan could not find slaves
coming before the courts wanting justice.

An important observation that Vaughan made regarding the
cultivation of North Malabar is that unlike the South Malabar fields;
which were cultivated largely by the ‘Cherumars’; the fields of North

Malabar were cultivated by hired labourers, who were not slaves. Vaughan
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called these labourers free labourers, and it could be assumed that the
tribes of Malabar could form these free labourers. Nevertheless, he stated
that the condition of these free labourers were worse than that of the
slave communities like the ‘Cherumas’ as the ‘Cherumas’ were under the
proprietorship of a master who provided subsistence for the slaves even
during the off seasons.

Thomas Warden’s report on the emancipation of slaves dated 17
Aug, 1838 was important because it has initiated the process towards
the abolition of slavery in Malabar. The report noted that the slaves
of Malabar were relinquished of Rs. 927.13, according to the annual
jummabandi records. This amount was the revenue derived from them
annually. However, the report also says that such a measure should not
affect the domestic relations of the native subjects. In the correspondences
transmitted regarding the condition of the ‘cherumars’ or rustic slaves of
Malabar, during the period between 1839-1841, colonial administrators
like P. B. Smollet, P. Clementson and H.T. Prinsep simultaneously
proposed for the emancipation of the rustic slaves of Malabar. These
reports again mentioned the fact that although not much progress was
made with regard to the food and clothing of the rustic slaves of Malabar
since 1822; the treatment of slaves by their masters and their condition on
the ficlds were not worse than the free field labourers in North Malabar.
Though the landlords exercised their power over the slaves to sell them
along with or without land and children, this proceeding is seldom or
never adopted. The result of these correspondences was that the Principal
Collector of Malabar announced the remission of the land revenues of the
slave owners on the condition that they treated their slaves with kindness.
Clementson’s report among this set of correspondences is interesting as he
observed that the slaves possessed the right to hold land and other property
as was possible for any other free man. The letter says, “There are about
377 slaves who at present hold land, on different tenures, paying revenue
directly to the government, the sum payable by each varying from 1 to
92 Rs. per annum”. However, these correspondences did not mention
the tribes of Wayanad as agricultural slaves wanting an improvement of

their situation.
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It is true that the slaves who did the majority of cultivation on the
lands of Malabar were sold. It was a common practice in Malabar to sell
and distrain the slaves of revenue defaulters. An important observation
that is made regarding the wretched state of the slaves of Malabar is by
P.B. Thomas, the zilla judge of Malabar. Unlike the administrators like
Vaughan, Smollett and Clementson, Thomas says that the condition of
the rustic slaves of Malabar was wretched in a report dated 11 October,
1842. Thomas notes that in the district of Madras, the predial slaves were
mainly kept to increase the profit of the slave holder. ‘Cheruma’ slaves
are exploited to the maximum. They are also sold for the maximum
price that the owner can get for them. The Cherumas are found to be
in the same wretched situation as they were fifty years back. ‘Cherumas’
were not adequately fed, lodged or clothed though their population
grew from 14,4000 to 1,59000 as reflected in the census of 1842. The
continuous British rule for over some period in the district of Malabar
brought down the physical outrages and tortures on the slave population
such as mutilation, but it had not brought any considerable change to the
wretched condition of the ‘Cherumas’ of Malabar.

Thomas here makes a comment regarding the hill tribe communities
of Malabar whom the administrators found difficult to be categorised as
slaves. Thomas notes that though the situation of those people living in the
hills was solitary, their life was one of choice and not of compulsion. The
task for the administration, according to Thomas, was to bring them into
“the circle of civilization” since these people were inaccessible for neither
the administration nor the land owners (17). Thomas concluded in his
observations that the abolition of slavery in Malabar in 1843 was only in
theory and was not practically achieved.

It is not completely true that the tribes were never part of the slave
system of Malabar. One of the vernacular documents on bamboo plates
dated 1846 AD preserved at the Madras Government Museum mentions
the sale of a Paniyan. The bamboo inscription mentions the sale of a
‘Paniyan’ named Kuppan with his children to a Nair by a Chetty. There
was no land sold with this ‘Paniyan’.

Slavery papers related to India among the ‘Anti-Slavery Collections’
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published in 1834 gives a detailed provincial report on the condition of
agricultural labourers and slaves of Malabar. Observations regarding the
system of slavery in Malabar has been made by administrators like T. H.
Baber, A. D. Campbell and Henry Bevan. Baber notes that agrestic slavery
or predial slavery was a custom or ‘Deshachary’ since time immemorial
in Malabar and that the introduction of the colonial rule had made its
observance relaxed. Baber notes that the system of separating the slaves
from their lands and families and selling them off to the plantations began
with the Bombay government’s decree allowing Murdoch Brown, the then
overseer of the company’s plantation in Malabar to procure as many slaves
as he liked from the Southern regions of Malabar, Cochin and Travancore
during the 1800s. Baber’s observation regarding the payment of the slaves
is quoted from the reports of H.S. Graeme dated 14 January, 1822.
Graeme had observed that the slaves were paid in kind and this system
of daily allowance was called the ‘wallee’ system. “Walle’ system allowed
“one and a half to one and three quarters seers of paddy (rice in the husk)
to the male ; and one to one and a quarter to the female slave; nothing is
there stated as allowed to young or aged.”(8)

Baber categorised the hill tribes of Wayanad like ‘Koorcher’,
‘Kooramer’, ‘Kadder’ and ‘Pannier’ (Paniar) as agrestic labourers or
conditional labourers. The tribes were employed in specific cultivation
practices. ‘Koorcher’ and ‘Kadder’ were engaged in cardamom cultivation
and a variety of other hill products. The ‘Kooramer’ cultivated both hills
and lowlands and were also employed in the gold mines in Wayanad.
Though the hill proprietors laid claims to these tribal communities, they
were never sold. Seldom did these tribes pay obedience to their masters.
Baber clearly classified ‘Panniers’ as agriculturalists who were engaged in
rice cultivation. Though the ‘Panniers’ were sold at times, they were not
sold out of their country of birth. These tribal communities often ran away
from their masters when they were beaten or ill-treated. It is also noted
that the tribes like the ‘Paniyars’, ‘Koorcher” and ‘Kadder’ were mostly
employed in the ‘poonam’ cultivation or shifting cultivation on the hills.
Baber’s accounts of the hill tribes thus present them not simply as slaves,

but as independent cultivators on whom the hill proprietors often depended
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upon for the cultivation of spices and cereals.

Unlike the anthropological findings of Edgar Thurston, which
characterised the tribes as savages, Baber distinguishes the ‘Paniyas’ and
‘Adiyas’ as communities that showed less “profligacy and depravity”
when compared to their more civilized countrymen (19). Except for the
pilfering in plantations at night, the tribal and slave communities were
never involved in crimes of higher order like murder or highway robbery.
Moreover, Baber finds the tribes like ‘Panniers’ as lenient to the colonial
officers. ‘Paniyas’ were recruited as guides to serve the colonial army in
their search for Pazhassi raja, the ruler of Cotiote and were 15 pagodas
each for their service. This observation is brought to the fore in Baber’s
report on the death of the Pazhassi Raja of Cotiote, dated 31 December,
1805. Baber had written that it was ‘Paniyars’; the agricultural labourers
of Wayanad and close allies of the Pazhassi raja; who helped them to
gather information regarding the raja. The ‘Paniyas’ were brainwashed
to betray the ‘Raja’ and they were made to swear allegiance to Baber and
the British government. Baber’s report might have led to the stereotyping
of the ‘Paniyas’ in particular and hill tribes in general, as traitors, but a
close reading of the report itself makes it clear that the tribes were simply
manipulated and were used as tools for colonial interests.

A.D. Campbell in his observations regarding the system of slavery in
the districts under the Madras presidency made it clear that the agrestic
labourers were hereditary slaves and their status as slaves depended on
the castes to which they were born. According to Campbell’s report,
agricultural labourers of the Madras presidency were not necessarily
transferable with the lands. Campbell also reports that all the slaves of
India were clearly under the protection of law and that the masters could
not take their slaves’ lives without incurring the penalty of murder (34).

Henry Bevan’s reports revealed the situation of the slaves of Wayanad.
Bevan notes that it was uncommon to employ domestic slaves in the areas
of Wayanad as the employers suffered pollution if done so. Rather, the
slave castes like ‘Cherumars’, ‘Curumbers’, Nayaids’ and ‘Paniyars’ were
employed in cultivation, herding cattle and chores like carrying grain (37).

This report stated that the number of slaves in the district of Wayanad

came around 10,00011. These slaves are not usually worked in gangs or
by drivers and the length of the time devoted to their labour was six to
eight hours a day. On an average the number of days a labourer had to
work in a year was 200, excepting the festival days when there was no
employment. The labourers were not coerced or lashed as it would make
them run away from the masters. Bevan made it clear that under the British
provinces, the slaves and freemen enjoyed equal protection of law with
regard to life and property. Nevertheless, the assurance of equal protection
of law for the slaves depended on certain factors including “distance and

difficulty of immediate European interference”; “the venality of the native
local civil servants”; “the want of energy and of a spirit of inquiry for the
redress of grievances on the part of persons in authority, who often leave
the investigation of complaints to their cutcherry native servants” (38).
The slaves of Malabar and Wayanad were found to be usually attached
to the lands as serfs and Bevan found an increase in the number of slaves
migrating from Wayanad to the neighbouring states of Mysore and Coorg.
With respect to defining the characteristics of the slaves, Bevan had
uncritically resorted to the colonial depiction of the slaves as barbarous.
Tribal character is described as pusillanimous, ignorant, superstitious and
listless. The tone of their speech is guttural and disagreeable and their
actions guided by natural instincts. The slaves were not allowed to own
property and their sale separately from the lands was not practiced in
Wayanad: “The law does not sanction the sale of slaves, nor are they liable
to be sold for the debts of their masters, except with the estate. Slaves are
never divided from their families” (39). Bevan notes that there was no law
that prohibited or promoted the manumission of slaves. Since the colonial
administrators were aware of the disturbances that would be caused among
the proprietors if slavery was to be abolished on a short notice, there were
no measures taken for the immediate amelioration of the state of slaves.
As with the amelioration of the condition of the slaves and the
subsequent implementation of the abolition of slavery, Bevan; like the
previous commentators; opined that the owners and proprietors of the
slaves must be induced to better the condition of their slaves so that the

masters would also be able to raise their standards of humanity.
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4. Conclusion

Though there are discrepancies and complexities regarding the strict
categorisations of the tribal agricultural labourers of Wayanad, almost
all the district collectors and judges of the Malabar district had agreed
that amelioration of the condition of slaves and the abolition of slavery
henceforth could not be achieved instantaneously. Almost all the papers
on slavery that were discussed opined that abolition of slavery in Malabar
should be done gradually by making the slave population properly educated
and helping them acquire ownership titles of property. Moreover, the
administrators took utmost care not to offend the customary practices of
the slave proprietors of Malabar by stripping off their privileges of slave
ownership. Rather the colonial administration wanted the landowners to
be generous enough to treat their slaves with compassion and kindness so
that it would add to betterment of the slave owners as humans. Thus, the
colonial treatment of the issues of slavery and the agricultural castes of
Malabar was double edged.

Provincial archival materials on the tribal communities problematized
the occupational stereotyping of the tribal communities as slaves in the
post-colonial works from Kerala. These documents revealed that the
‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ could not be easily categorised as slaves and savages.
Categorising the ‘Adiyas’ and ‘Paniyas’ simply as slaves is tantamount to
denying them a dignified history. Most of the reports on slavery revealed
that these communities were pushed into agricultural bondage due to
the alienation of land and loss of their customary rights. ‘Adiyas’ and
‘Paniyas’ were independent agriculturalists, shifting cultivators, hunters
and food gatherers. Instances of slave labour were also found among the
communities like the ‘Paniyas’ as revealed by the vernacular documents.
Their existence was thus not simply dependent on ‘vallippani’, the
customary bondage between the landowner and the slave labourers. In
the provincial documents that were discussed, we see that the colonial
administration had struggled to capture the existence of the tribes as they
were beyond their administrative bandwidth. Moreover, none of these
documents had single handedly concluded that the tribes were slaves, but

observed that their labour practice was to be analysed, dealt with and its
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complexity acknowledged. It is important that the dignified history of
the tribal communities should be found among the ‘Adiya’ and ‘Paniya’
oralities. Most of the colonial and post-colonial reports on the ‘Adiyas’
and ‘Paniyas’ have failed to incorporate the tribal viewpoints on their
history even though some of these works claimed to be partially based on
fieldworks among the tribes. Songs, dance forms and shamanistic practices
of the tribal communities are the discourses that preserved their history
of agricultural labour. However such inquiries are beyond the scope of

this paper.l 1

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Abstract

Most historical studies on Christian missions in India focus on
proselytization, printing, religious conversion, running of mission
schools, colleges, hospitals, etc., carried out by missionaries in
India. And the emphasis, with few exceptions, so far has been
on institutions and practices which were broadly understood as
‘mission work in India’. In this historiographical tradition itinerant
preaching by missions were grossly ignored although itinerant
preaching was a widely popular mission activity practiced by
Christian missionaries all over the world, including in India.
Even after permanent mission stations were built in the colonial
metropolitan cities, towns and interior villages of India, itinerancy
continued as a mode of preaching among the missionaries. Apart
from missionary sources, contemporary literature, ethnographic
writings, autobiographical writings etc., attest to the presence
of itinerant Christian preachers in nineteenth and twentieth
century India. In this paper an attempt is made to briefly trace
the activities of itinerant missionaries and their contribution in
producing contact zones in colonial Kerala.

Keywords: protestant missionaries, itinerancy, contact zones
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Itinerant preaching was a widely popular mission activity practiced by
Christian missionaries all over the modern world.! When protestant
missionaries began missionary activities in India, they too set out on an
ambitious journey of preaching to anyone and everyone they met on
their way. Even after permanent mission stations were built in the colonial
metropolitan cities, towns and interior villages; and schools and colleges
were opened for Christians and others, itinerancy continued as a mode
of preaching among the missionaries, although we observe that by the
late colonial period preaching trips or itinerancy dwindled considerably.
Despite the presence of itinerant preaching on a large scale, bringing large
and interior areas under its influence, itinerancy received an unenthusiastic
response in studies on Christian missions in south Asia.? In the context
of such a prevalent historiographical tradition, an attempt is made in
this paper to sketch a preliminary note on itinerant preaching in modern

Kerala.

[tinerant Preaching in Modern Indian Historiography
As noted above itinerant preaching by the missionaries lacked attention
among most of the historians and for most of the contemporary observers
and later historians itinerant preaching was a futile exercise in which the
preachers received more bricks and hardly any bouquets in exchange. In
an article, historian Ian Copland, who primarily worked on colonial Punjab
and Christian missionaries, describes the modes applied by the missionaries
in their enterprise of ‘saving’ the ‘heathen’ in the following words:
.. Initially, most opted for the strategy known in the trade
as “itineration”, the main component of which was formal
street proselytizing—basically, preaching to any who cared
to listen. But while many listened, experience showed that
few were moved to convert. This led to investigation of
other possible strategies, among them education.”>
Copland has beautifully summarized the attitude of dominant
historiography on itinerant preaching by missionaries. Very often dismissed
as bazar preaching or “preaching to any who cared to listen”, which
ostensibly did not make an impact on any one present on the occasion,

itinerancy was no serious concern for historians and researchers.
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In the first section of this paper, an attempt is made to trace the nearly
ubiquitous presence of itinerant missionaries in colonial India, focusing
particularly on the Presidential towns and northern Provinces. The idea is
to look beyond missionary sources to understand the presence of itinerant
preachers in colonial India in non-missionary writings. For this purpose,
literary, administrative and ethnographic accounts from the late nineteenth
and twentieth century presidential towns and provinces are brought
together to locate and begin a discussion on the ubiquitous itinerant
preacher in colonial India. And we begin with literary compositions in
colonial Bengal, the seat of British colonial power and also the early centre
of Baptist Missionary Society in India.

Among prominent writers in Bangla of the 19th century, Kaliprasanna
Sinha popularized the genre of Nakshas or sketches (in prose) in Bangla
literature with his Hootum Pyanchar Naksha. Translated into English as
“Sketches by Hootum, the Owl”, Hootum Pyanchar Naksha is a classic of
Bangla literature.* Written in a colloquial, urban and idiomatic language
vividly describing the socio-economic life Hootum has been commented
forits “astute observations and razor-sharp satire” on various social classes
including the “Brahmins, untouchables, housewives, prostitutes, Bengali
babu” and not sparing even the anglophile author Sinha, himself.® In his
foreword to the English translation of Hootum Partha Chatterjee observes
that Hootum was composed at a time when “early modernity in Calcutta,
when new urban institutions, practices and arts were beginning to emerge
that were not yet shaped by the forms of colonial modernity” and when
“the city, with its new institutions and practices, presented an entirely novel
ethical space that had to be negotiated with intelligence and skill”.% Our
primary interest, in Hootum is to see how itinerant preachers too were
caught in the unsparing eyes of “the Observant Owl”.

Hootum, the Owl, provides a minute description of the life in
Calcutta of the mid-nineteenth century. Hootum describes vividly how
customers throng the shops selling different products such as clothes,
leather shoes, China coats etc., and lawyers, section writers, spice-sellers,
oilmen, blacksmiths and “wretched Brahmins” roaming in the market,

and with these observations the conviction came to him that “Calcutta is
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a veritable zoo, you’ll find all kinds of creatures here!”. And interestingly
one of these “creatures” that he found out among the melee was a padre.

A padre was distributing Bibles among the people. A catechist was
standing close by, dressed like a suburban chowkidar: he was wearing a
pantaloon, a short chapkan and a black top hat. He was speaking and
gesticulating like a pleader and explaining the glory of the Christian faith
to the crowd. At first glance one would mistake him for a puppeteer! A
few porters, peddlers and school boys were listening to the catechist with
rapt attention, but they couldn’t make head or tail of what he said! Earlier
wayward boys used to quarrel with their parents and run away to the north
of the country, or become Christians. But now, with the coming of the
railways, running away from home has become a hazardous job! What’s
more, having seen the wretched condition of the converts, people are now
terrified of becoming Christians! ’

The Owl’s penetrating eyes did not miss the padre who was “explaining
the glory of the Christian faith to the crowd”. However, Hootum, the Owl
was not alone in observing the presence of missionary preachers in the
market places or crowded places in the city where people gathered. Around
the same time, Govind Narayan observed the similar phenomenon in far
way Mumbai, another burgeoning colonial metropolitan city, to which we
will focus our attention now. Govind Narayan came to Mumbai city in
1824 from Madagaon, Goa. Narayan wrote Mumbaiche Varnan in 1862
and 1t was published it in 1863. Mumbaiche Varnan was a commentary
on the Bombay city in its pre-industrial period.® Under a section titled
“Missionary” Narayan wrote on the missionary activities in Bombay
city. Narayan observes that the life of a missionary was not at all easy in
Bombay in the late nineteenth century. He noted that for the first time in
1807 “a missionary named Dr.Taylor decided to come to Mumbai and
preach the Christian religion among its people, but he was not given leave
to stay in this city by the Sarkar and had to proceed to Surat and accept
some employment with the government.” Narayan writes that from the
beginning missionaries had to face the hostilities mounted by the people,
however by 1814 missionaries “gradually commenced their activities in

Mumbai”. It is in the context of a visit by one Konkani Brahmin named
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Vishnu Bhikaji Gokhale that we find the missionaries engaging in debates
with Gokahle, and it finds mention in Mumbaiche Varnan. Narayan
recalled that people from all castes were free to attend those meetings
of Gokahle and the “missionaries, Christians and people from all castes
would question him in those meetings” and he would respond to them all
in some manner or the other and remembered that a couple of preachers
and four or five native Christians attended all those meetings. Later a book
was published containing the debates that Gokhale had with missionaries
containing the “questions and answers of both the parties”. Supporters
of the preachers also published a small book in Marathi entitled ‘Bawacha
Kawa’ or the ‘Wiles of the Bawa’.!” And with these accounts Narayan
hints at the beginning of often very polemical debates among the advocates
of Hinduism and Christian missionaries since the 19th century in several
parts of India.

And now to the North-Western Provinces of India and it is late 19th
century in search of the itinerant preachers. Travelling to the interiors
of North-Western Provinces of India was not difficult, at least for the
missionary. Punjab and Lahore witnessed good presence of missionaries
in the 19th century. William Crooke was a colonial civil servant and had a
masterly knowledge on late nineteenth and early twentieth century north
Indian life including on the North Western Provinces of India. He left a
vivid description of the societies he had visited and his notes became
classical lessons in colonial ethnography. Giving a sample of religious life in
northern India, Crooke observed how popular beliefs mingled and exited
side by side in those times, including that of the missionary preacher. With
an eye for details, Crrooke’s spirited obsession with the folk life enamored
his attention to the missionary.

Sannyasi dreaming away life under the thralldom of intoxicants;
the Brahman poring over the Shastras; the Mulla counting his beads,
as he drones out a passage of the Koran; the white-robed worshippers
kneeling reverently in the courtyard of the mosque, as they face in the
direction of Mecca; the pious Hindu saluting the Sun as he starts for his
day’s labour; the Christian missionary preaching the gospel to a listless

crowd of spectators. [Emphasized by me]
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From William Crooke’s North Western India in the late 19th century,
we may take a ‘preaching tour’ to R K Narayan’s Madras of the early
twentieth century. R K Narayan (b. 1906- d.2001) was an eminent Indian
English writer who had authored more than two hundred short stories,
fourteen novels, two travel books, innumerable essays, two plays and a
memoir in his literary career.!! It is observed that “Narayan’s world is
primarily of the Tamil Brahmin, but there are non-Brahmin characters

present all the time”!?

and we would find how itinerant missionaries appear
in his memoirs, My Days.

Enrolled in a Lutheran Mission School in his childhood in Madras,
Narayan sketches in his memoirs, the disenchantment he had developed
about the school and its environment. Narayanan wrote that most of
his school mates were “borders who were Christian converts” and “the
teachers were all converts, and, towards the few non-Christian students
like me, they displayed a lot of hatred.”!3 However, Narayan found his
‘sufferings’ much less in degree when he encountered the sufferings of the
Christian missionary preaching at a street corner in Madras.

A European missionary with a long beard, escorted by a group of
Indian converts carrying violins and harmoniums, would station himself
modestly at the junction between Vellala Street and Purasawalkam High
Road. A gentle concert would begin unobtrusively. A few onlookers stooped
by, the priest nodded to everyone in a friendly manner, casting a genial
look around, while the musicians rendered a full-throated Biblical hymn
over the babble of the street, with its hawkers’ cries and the jutka —drivers’
urging of their lean horses. Urchins sat down in the front row on the
ground, and all sorts of men and women assembled. When the preacher
was satisfied that he had gathered a good audience, he made a sign to the
musicians to stop. His speech, breaking into the abrupt silence that ensued,
was delivered in an absolutely literary Tamil, stiff and formal, culled out
of a dictionary, as far away from normal speech as it could be. It was
obvious that he had taken a lot of trouble to learn the local language so
that he could communicate his message to the heathen masses successfully.
But Tamil is a tongue-twister and a demanding language even for Indians

from other provinces, the difficulty being that the phonetic value and the
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orthography are different, and it cannot be successfully uttered by mere
learning; it has to be inherited by the ear. I am saying this to explain why
the preacher was at first listened to with apparent attention, without any
mishap to him. This seemed to encourage him to go on with greater fervor,
flourishing his arms and raising his tone to a delirious pitch, his phrases
punctuated with Amen’ from his followers. (pp.14-5)

Suddenly, the audience woke up to the fact that the preacher was
addressing them as ‘sinners’(‘Pavigal’ in Tamil) and that he was calling
our gods names. He was suggesting that they fling all the stone gods into
the moss-covered green tanks in our temples, repent their sins, and seek
baptism. For God would forgive all sinners and the Son of God would take
on the load of their sins. When the public realized what he was saying,
pandemonium broke out. People shouted, commanded him to shut up,
moved in on his followers---who fled to save their limbs and instruments.
The audience now rained mud and stone on the preacher and smothered
him under bundles of wet green grass. ...now people snatched up handfuls
of grass and flung them on him, but his voice went on unceasingly through
all the travail; lamps lit up by his assistants carlier were snatched away
and smashed. The preacher, bedraggled and almost camouflaged with
damp grass and water, went through his programme to the last minute as
scheduled. Then he suddenly disappeared into the night. One would have
thought that the man would never come again. But he did, exactly on the
same day a week hence, at the next street corner. (15-6)

The preacher was a foolhardy zealot to have chosen this particular
area, as this was one place where the second commandment was totally
violated. If you drew large circle with this spot as the centre, the
circumference would enclose several temples where people thronged for
worship every evening. (16)

And for Narayan too, the missionary preacher “foolhardy zealot”
who risked his own life to preach to the public. What made it interesting

was he appearing at a nearby corner in the next week.

Missionaries Debate Itinerancy
The argument of Copland that the failure of the methods adopted

by itinerant missionaries to make large number of converts led missionaries
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to shift to other modes of proselytizing like education is untenable and do
not stand to the missionary and other records available to us. Even after
the introduction of ‘other possible strategies’ itinerant preaching held
sway among the missionaries at least till the early twentieth century.
More importantly itinerancy in the late nineteenth century was not just
“preaching to any who cared to listen” as Copland observed, and on the
contrary as the evidence suggests, once print became more prevalent,
mainly under missionary supervision in many parts of the country,
preaching was closely followed by tract distribution and when the itinerant
team visited the same place next time, people thronged them with questions
mostly critical of missionary teachings and rendering of apostolic truths.
It is also found that many missionary educational institutions functioned
with the dual role of imparting western education and preparing personnel
for missionary activities which clearly indicates that ‘other strategies’
never completely replaced itinerancy. For instance, in Kerala, the Church
Missionary Society had two principal educational institutions in the late
nineteenth century: Church Missionary College (CMS College) and
Cambridge Nicholson Institution (CNI) at Kottayam. Missionary records
inform us that the college was “designed to promote the great object of
Christian education among the youth of Travancore generally” and CNI
“is more specially directed to the training up for the service of Mission a
suitable native agency”. In the missionary records, we often come across
the college students conducting itinerant preaching tours and there was a
special wing among the students who took interest in itinerant preaching.
Moreover, one can argue from the experience of missionary activities
in Kerala that it was through the itinerant missionary activities rather
than through the formal schooling that many of the subalterns of the
period came to understand Christianity and the Bible. More importantly
the argument on itinerancy calls for a deeper inquiry since itinerancy is
understood only as a method practiced by the missionaries and such an
argument fails to comprehend the social transformation that the missionary
intervention produced in the colonial societies and a critical comprehension
of the missionary activities is possible only through a intimate reading of

the activities of the itinerant missionaries.
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In South Asia and particularly in India, itinerant mode of proselytizing
was more earnestly sought after in the nineteenth century compared to
any other mode of proselytizing. In a comparative understanding of the
missionary activities across the globe, it was found that the “Heathens
and Mahommedans lands” like India was more open to preaching of the
gospel than some which are professedly Christian. A letter written by Rew.
Charles Davies, missionary of St. Paul Cathedral, Calcutta to the Church
Missionary Intelligencer in 1852 as a reply to an article published in its
previous volume reveals the resentment of missionaries in India over the
mode of preaching, they were following as part of proselytizing, seemingly
under instruction from England, around mission stations and the Indian
missionaries’ interest for itinerant activities which they believed would
reach masses. To quote the letter at length:

I'am not aware whether it is in strict accordance with the plan of your
most interesting and valuable periodical, to publish correspondence from
Missionaries abroad. However, I have been so impressed with a feeling of
the importance of bringing forward the following subject in your pages, in
connexion (sic) with the article in the December number on “The claims of
India for enlarged Missionary Effort... The views expressed in the article
alluded to on the subject of Missionary labour, have been gathered from
the opinions of various missionaries in different parts of India, who, with
singular unanimity, agree in stating the great want at the present crisis in
this country to be, not Missionary pastors, not Missionary professors, not
Missionary translators, valuable as each and all of these are, but Missionary
preachers—men, the great business of whose life it shall be to go about
from city to city and village to village, unhampered by the ties of station
duty, to preach the everlasting Gospel to the millions who have scarcely
ever heard the name of Jesus, and multitudes of whom have never seen
the face of an European. I need scarcely say that my experience leads me
to exactly the same conviction.

“...It is to be feared, that not un frequently most incorrect
notions are formed in England on the subject of Mission
work in this country....But if the country itself, its vast

size, its enormous population, its variety of language, be
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considered; and if, in these respects, it be compared with
other fields of missionary labour; the utter inadequacy of
the means now employed will be at once apparent...”
There is a general feeling abroad, that Mission work in this country has
hitherto been attended with but little success. Green Land, New Zealand,
Sierra Leone, &c., seem almost to have been converted en masse, whilst in
India, for the most part, the little Native Christian flocks are like Gideon’s
army compared with the Midianites. And even in the instances in which
thousands have been brought over, the churches remain nearly stationary;
so that as yet there has been no rapid and continuous movement, such as
would indicate that the conversion of the whole country was near at hand.
This 1s accounted for by the peculiar character of the natives, the
stronghold of their superstitions upon them, the close connexion of their
religion with all the relations of life, and the general dislike of Asiatics to
change the customs of their forefathers; all which obstacles doubtless have
great weight, and will continue to have under the present state of things.
But there is another point of the greater importance, which is
generally left out of the account, viz. the utter insufficiency of the means
employed in India to accomplish the object proposed. [Emphasis added]
The letter of Rev. Charles Davies suggests a way forward in the
itinerant form of preaching compared to strictly stationary activities, and
found insufficient gains in proselytizing and conversion to insufficient
methods adopted. In the 1850s the central point of debate among the
missionaries in India was the strategy to be adapted for evangelization in
India. The first of such conference held from 4 to 7 September 1855 in the
town hall of India and the discussion ended on the resolution placing the
highest possible premium on itinerating. The second such meeting of the
Missions of South India was held from 19 April to 5 may 1858 in Ootty also
took the same approach. The third meeting at Allahabad sidestepped the
issue on strategy and decided on more vigorous evangelization. Missionary
records of the period suggest strengthening of the itinerant activities along
with stationed activities and this itinerant form of preaching has been a
regular feature of proselytizing in every part of India: North India, South

India, Eastern India, Western India and in Sri Lanka. Speaking about late
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Rev. William Smith the missionary of Benares Rev. E. Wybrow says that,
“...several times have I been with Mr.Smith, preaching in
the chapels, the streets, ghauts and temples of Benares”.
Church Missionary Record on mission in Nasik describes
the activities in Nastk “consist of Preaching and Religious
Discussion; the distribution of the Scriptures and Religious
Tracts; Translations of the same; and the management of
schools”.
In Nasik, in one of their itinerant tours, the missionary got into conversation
with some Brahmins and shop keepers, or as the missionary put it, they
“attempted to do so” and “addressed a mixed number on a Ghaut, by
the river.” On evangelization in Sri Lanka, it was stated that “the direct
work of Evangelization is carried on by services both in Sinhalese and
Tamil, by schools, by tract distribution, and by preaching and conversation
in the streets.” Mr. Smith the missionary at Benares had an encounter
with the Raja of Rewah (in present day Madhya Pradesh) during their
itinerant tour to that country. After meeting the Raja, they formed the
opinion that “the rajah is an orthodox Hindu, and its warm advocate,
and, in consequence, a great patron of Brahmins and pandits.” Sooner,
the missionaries and the Raja got into dialogue on religion and the Raja
criticized the outlook of missionaries. However, the Missionaries found the
Raja “reading, intelligent...”and “of good moral character”. During that
trip they preached in the town of Rewah and had “pleasing” discussions
with a pandit and hailed their itinerancy as an occasion of ‘open door’ at

Rewabh for declaring the ‘glorious gospel’ opened.

Understanding ltinerant Missions

After the renewal of the Charter Act of the English East India Company
in 1813 several Christian missionaries reached India from England and
began their activities initially with itinerant preaching, in several regions
of India. Among the Protestant missionaries, London Missionary Society
(LMS) with their base in the southern Travancore region, the Church
Missionary Society (CMS) with their base in central Travancore, and
Basel Mission with their base in northern Kerala and Mangalore were the

prominent missionaries who worked in Kerala from 19th century. When
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the Church Missionary Society began their activity in Kerala, they had
a singular aim in mind: to reform the non-Catholic indigenous Jacobite
Syrian Christians of Kerala, and to make their ‘Christianity’ conform to
the tenets of European protestant Christianity. For this purpose, they
started working among the Syrian Christians with the Syrian Seminary
or Old Seminary as their centre located on the banks or River Meenachil
in Kottayam town. However, the bonhomie between the CMS and the
indigenous Jacobite Church was short lived and within 20 years there
developed a schism among the two. Known in history as Mavelikkara
Padiyola, in 1836, both CMS and the Jacobite Church parted ways and
began working as two separate Churches, leaving behind traces of ‘reform’
spirit among few Jacobites. And these ‘reform’ spirit later led to further
split in the Jacobite Church in the late 19th century in to Jacobite Church
and the Malankara Mar Thoma Church.

It was after the split between CMS and Jacobites that CMS started
working among the slave castes of Kerala. * By the turn of the twentieth
century there were around 35,000 slave caste Christians in Kerala, more
than half of the total membership of the CMS in Kerala. In his significant
study on the slave caste communities of Kerala and the Protestant
Missionaries, Sanal Mohan observe that that “the social movements of
the 20th century thus took place in the context of emerging colonial
modernity among Dalits as a result of protestant missionary activities.”
According to Mohan the exclusive slave churches and slave schools that
CMS began in the nineteenth century became new, liberative spaces for
the slave castes, spaces unmediated by caste segregation and oppression.
Challenging stereotypes on Dalit Christianity and Dalit conversion, Mohan
in his book demonstrated how the slave castes were present when their
history was made. And for Mohan, beyond change in religious practices,
the slave caste engagement with modernity and the promises of modernity
in the form of ideas of equality, individuality, self-representation and the
making of their assertive identity marked modernity in Kerala.

The concerns of this paper are on a period when the missionaries,
primarily as part of their itinerant activities contributed to producing

contact zones where the missionaries interacted with the natives. Mary

Louise Pratt defines contact zones as “social spaces where disparate cultures
meet, clash, and grapple with each other, often in highly asymmetrical
relations of domination and subordination—Ilike colonialism, slavery, or
their aftermaths as they are lived out across the globe today.”!> Coontact
zones as a concept is particularly useful here because it takes into the
asymmetrical relations in a colonial setting.

It is here that we look forward to the possibility of itinerant missions
contributing to the production of contact zones developing later as slave
churches and slave schools. We have some credible instances of such
contact zone encounters. In 1848 five Mooppan/ head men of the Mala
Araya (a hill ‘tribe” of Western Ghat) from Melukavu, a hilly region in
the Western Ghats, visited the CMS missionary Henry Baker Jr, a CMS
Missionary, in his residence at Pallom, around 8 kilometers south of
Kottayam town. Baker remembered that before meeting them at Pallom,
he had met some members of the Mala Araya community carlier during
his preaching at Melukavu area and had some discussions with them. The
main demand raised by the Mooppans who visited him at Pallom was to
open schools for them in their area. Baker Jr was not sympathetic to the
demand and the Mooppans paid four more visit to him with the same
demand. And later a Mission station was opened in that region. '°

This encounter is very significant because the initiative and
enthusiasm for modern schooling and subsequent developments including
a large number of people of Mala Araya joining Christian mission and
receiving Christian faith came from the Mala Araya themselves. When
the Mooppans visited Baker Jr at Pallom, by his own account Baker Jr
was perplexed and conceded to the demand of the Mooppans only after
their fifth visit. Baker Jr and present-day historians alike wonder how
they got ideas of modern schooling. Several questions can be asked in
this context. Although the missionary, Baker Jr did not have a sustained
contact with the Mala Araya community, the ideas and the messages during
his preaching tour reached them. The preaching tour was a contact zone
for both: missionaries and Mala Arayas. This takes our enquiry beyond
formal institutions of churches and schools and to focus on other aspects

of evangelization and several other contact zones.
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Conclusion

This paper is work in progress. The aim of the paper was to visualize
transformation in Kerala society in nineteenth and twentieth centuries
from unfamiliar vantage points. It is widely accepted that nineteenth and
twentieth century Kerala had a hierarchically organized social order with
structural oppression underlining social relations. Understanding Kerala
society with concepts drawn from the experiences of European bourgeoise
societies might not help us to write a history of Kerala under colonialism.
Concepts like Kerala Renaissance, Kerala Public Sphere, Social Reform,
etc., need critical scrutiny in the context of latest studies and researches.
Moving in that direction, this paper is the beginning of an attempt to
re-conceptualize the history of Kerala by focusing on the exceptional
mnstitutions and practices in Kerala society in the modern period, while
carefully treading a path avoiding any uncritical celebration of Kerala

model and ‘Kerala exceptionalism’ of any kind.

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Locating the Slave Converts

in the Nineteenth Century Malayalam Novels
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Abstract
Nineteenth century Kerala has witnessed mass conversions of the
slave castes to Christianity thanks to the missionary engagements
with the slave castes. This paper attempts to understand the
material context of the slave conversions which were happened
in the 19 century Kerala with reference to the Malayalam
novels which represent slave converts. The study identifies various
discourses through which conversion is understood and posits a
Marxist understanding of  the historical episode with reference to
the Nineteenth century Malayalam novels dealing with conversion.
Unlike the dominant discourses of missionary historiography
and that of colonial modernity, Marxists project the material and
economic motivations behind religious/ caste conversion of slaves,
abolition of slavery and the emergence of plantations in Kerala
during 1850s. Reading the social scene vis- a-vis the Malayalam
novels through a Marxist lens reveals the link between the slave
conversions, abolition of slavery and the emergent plantation
economy in the nineteenth century Kerala. While abolition
of slavery replaced the idea of bonded labor with mobile
wage labour, conversion to Christianity worked as disciplinary
mechanism on slaves which facilitated regulated disciplined labour

force for the plantation business.
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Introduction

Caste conversions into Christianity which took place in colonial Kerala
are deeply connected to the engagement of the protestant missionaries
with the lower castes. Being the untouchables, the Pulayas and Paraiahs
in Travancore and Cherumars in Malabar were slaves of the upper castes.
Slavery that existed in Travancore, Malabar and Kochin till the middle of
the nineteenth century was structured by the caste system. Unlike Atlantic
slavery which was clearly a colonial mission, caste slavery is a form of social
oppression and exploitation that prevailed in the south western part of
India since the early medieval period. Mainstream historical studies [and
literary representations| have subsumed caste slavery under the concept
of “feudal servitude’ which neglected the transactional nature of this social
practice (Vinil Paul 2019). The transaction of untouchable men, women
and children was a common practice in Kerala. However, it got global
attention only through the missionary records of the latter half of the
nineteenth and early decades of the twentieth century. The latter half of
the nineteenth century witnessed massive conversion to Christianity when
the European missionaries began working among the slave castes which
comprised mainly of Pulayas and Paraiahs in Travancore. Their efforts at
evangelization and social emancipation through education have been
hailed by most of the mainstream histories written by the colonizers. But
an exploration into the historical context of caste conversions vis- a -vis the
activities of the European missionaries reveals a complicated relationship

between the Christian missionaries and the slave castes.

A Brief History of the CMS in Kerala

The Christian Missionary Society (CMS) was established in 1799 by the
Church of England with the agenda of the propagation of the gospel
and evangelization in Africa and Asia. It was founded by a group of
protestant men comprising of Charles Simeon, who was the vicar of a

church in Cambridge, John Venn, who served as the rector of Chapham,
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James Stephen, who was a lawyer, and Wilberforce and Thornton, who
were two distinguished laymen. In 1813, the British parliament gave the
missionaries the license to pursue their mission in India and granted them
the permission to form a regular church establishment in the territories of
the East India Company.

The first protestant missionary who came to Kerala was Claudius
Buchnan who met the priests and bishops of the Syrian church in
Kerala. Syrian Christians constituted the social elites among Christians.
As documented in the historical accounts of the CMS, Buchnan tried
to maintain good relationships between the Church of England and
the Syrian Christians. In 1810, John Munroe, who was the Resident of
Travancore and Kochin tried to renovate the Syrian Church. He wanted
to extend civil and religious rights to the Syrian Christians assuming their
support for the British administration. Secular and scriptural instruction
was given to Syrian Christians in the missionary schools attached to Syrian
parishes. However, the cordial relationship between the Syrians and the
missionaries did not last long. After the sudden death of the Metropolitan
Punnatera Mar Dionysius IIT in 1825, Cheppat Mar Dionysus ascended
to the position of the Syrian Metropolitan. Cheppat Mar Dionysus was
sceptical towards missionary evangelism and opposed all missionary
reforms. Owing to this disunion between Syrian bishops and the European
missionaries, the partnership between them was unanimously dissolved in
the Synod of Mavelikkara which was held in 1836. From 1840s onwards,
therefore, the missionaries turned their attention to the lower castes. 1850s
also witnessed social movements of the depressed castes and their mass
conversions into Christianity. But understanding conversion merely as the
result of theological indoctrination would be reductive. It also needs to be
understood in relation to the material changes brought in by the abolition
of slavery in Travancore and Malabar and the emergence of plantations
during the 1850s.

Representations of Slave Conversions
The historical event of mass conversions in the nineteenth century has
been interpreted in multiple ways. Slave conversions as represented in

the missionary discourse are guided by the ideas of spiritual and secular
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liberation. Within the framework of spiritual liberation, the evangelists
and missionaries read conversions in relation to the Christian mission
of salvation and the binary of virtue and vice which puts emphasis on
individual transformation and the redemption of the soul. Within the same
missionary discourse, the narratives of secular liberation, which revolve
around the notion of purity- pollution, show how evangelism helped to
bring the slave castes into modernity through the mission of education and
literacy. In contrast to such missionary discourses which represent the slave
castes’ access to modernity as a mode of liberation from traditional caste
hierarchies, the discourse of colonial modernity understands conversions
as a compromise between traditional and modern ideas and practices.
These narratives point to the co-existence of these two contradictory world
views. A third kind of reading of caste conversions is provided by Marxist
historians who foreground the shift from a feudal-agrarian economy to
a capitalist-plantation economy during 1850s. Such interpretations also
highlight the rising demand for mobile waged labour in the wake of the
emerging plantation business which is availed by caste conversions and
the slavery abolition act. This paper attempts a conversation between the
Marxist history of conversion and the nineteenth century Malayalam

novels which deal with conversion.

Historiography of Conversions through a Marxist Lens
Marxist readings on conversion and its engagement with caste primarily
investigate on how conversion is related to the economic structure and
labour relations. Different from the evangelical lens which projects the
theological and social aspects of conversion, and narratives of colonial
modernity which highlight the co-existence of modern and pre-modern
social values even in the post-conversion phase, the Marxist readings
focus on how conversion and the abolition of slavery helped the emerging
plantation economy. The marxists emphasize on the coevality of three
events — the abolition of slavery, mass conversions of the slave castes into
Christianity and the emergence of plantations, and infer how they are
linked. Missionaries launched the campaign for the abolition of slavery
in 1847 by submitting a memorandum to the then ruler of Travancore,

Uthram Thirunal Marthanda Varma II, pleading to abolish slavery in
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the territories of the East India Company and requesting implementation
of the same in Travancore. The memorandum was received with strong
opposition from the landlords because they knew that the abolition of
slavery would leave their fields uncultivated and jeopardize the production
of food crops. Slave labour was integral to the agrarian economy of
Travancore till the middle of the nineteenth century (specifically until
the emergence of plantations). Paddy was the major produce in Kerala
which demanded intensive labour. The socio-economic system of the
times ensured slave labour for agricultural production by deeming lower
caste/untouchable people agrestic slaves who were bound to the land.
The lack of good technology also stressed the demand for cheap human
labour. In the feudal economic system, the slaves used to get a specific
amount of the produce (usually two measures of paddy) as their reward
and landlords were responsible for the health and basic subsistence of
the slave families. C.H Jayasree claims that despite the plea to abolish
slavery from the missionaries and a British official named T.H. Baber, the
colonial government tolerated the system of slavery because it would
antagonize the land owners whose collaboration was crucial for colonial
rule (711). However, as Kooiman points outs, despite their initial opposition
to abolitionist cause and massive conversions of the slaves to Christianity,
the landlords also began to support the initiatives once they realized that
waged labour was cheaper because it cancelled the master’s responsibility
for the subsistence of slave families and indoctrination of Christian values
conditioned the slaves to be loyal disciplined labourers (63). Consequently,
in 1853, slavery got legally abolished in Travancore. The missionary
initiatives of evangelism and the abolition of slavery fueled the massive
conversion of the slave castes to Christianity during the 1850s.

Marxist historiographies show that slavery—understood as labour
exploitation—continued to prevail in practice despite the legal abolition of
the system. They detail the exploitative dimensions of plantation business
which were veiled in literature and the historiography by missionaries.
Though scholars like Kooiman take sides with the colonialists interpreting
the abolition of slavery as a humanitarian act and elaborating on the

employment opportunities which the plantations facilitated, Marxist
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historians such as G.H Jayasree expose the economic and material
considerations of conversion and the abolition of slavery in the background
of emerging plantation business. The fact that missionaries also owned
plantations indicates the link between the missionary initiatives to abolish
slavery and to convert the slave castes. Jayasree understands the abolition
of slavery as the means to avail mobile waged labour required for the
plantations (717). She elaborates on the manipulative strategies of the
kanganies/ contractors to mobilize labour and reveals the essential retaining
of the servile nature of labour despite the nominal shift from slave labour to
indentured labour, in which the labourer is bound to work for the plantation
owner under specified conditions and specified duration. The abolition of
slavery effectively put slaves in an “uncertain terrain of freedom” (Jayasree
717) characterized by indebtedness and servitude.

In the wake of plantation-based capitalist economic system, the
notion of wage labour replaced the traditional idea of slave labour/ free
labour. Since the cash-crops produced in the plantations were not edible
and mobile contractual labour was needed for the plantations to flourish,
the capitalists had to introduce wage system. The abolition of slavery
facilitated mobility of slaves who had been bound to the paddy fields of
the upper caste landlords. Labour which was immobile and not rewarded
in monetary terms in the agrestic system, became waged and mobile and
monetary transactions came to the centre of the economy. The idea of
surplus labour and contract labour (Rangani system) also evolved in the new
economic system. Although the shift to cash economy is claimed to be
emancipatory in the discourses of modernity, the material conditions in
the plantations were exploitative. As Jayasree notes, despite the immobility
and poverty, the agrestic slaves experienced some sense of cosines even
in their wretchedness. When they were freed, they were condemned to
find jobs elsewhere (213). The historical study by K. Ravi Raman on the
colonial plantations in southern India during 1797-1947, reveals that
labour was scarce in the plantations because the work conditions there
were exploitative and the slaves were reluctant to uproot themselves
from their families and the world of habituated servitude. Therefore, the

plantation owners had to resort to contractual labour system to lure the
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slaves (Ravi Raman 10). In the Kangani sytem, labourers from different parts
of Travancore, Madras, Kochin and Malabar were mobilized on contract
basis by kanganies/labour contractors and plantation owners.

Malayalam novels of the times dealing with caste conversions give
hints of this ideological and material shift from a feudal to a capitalist
economic system. Joseph Muliyil’s Sukumar refers to the demand for labour
in the plantations. Sukumar: not only portrays how caste conversions
enabled labourers to work in the emerging plantations but also how it
facilitated the export of labour. After conversion, the character Satyarthi
was exported to multiple countries to work in the plantations. Sukumari, in
the novel, recollects that a man dressed in suit, who speaks English asked
Satyadasan to join the coffee plantations. The man said to him that he
works as a contractor to facilitate labour in the plantations (97). Satyadasan
remarks that it is easy for the converts to get jobs in the plantations (98).
The character Satyarthi, a pulaya convert rewinds how he was exported
to work in plantations where he faced miserable experiences. Satyarthi
was transported as a slave on the British ship to Bourbourn and escapes
to Australia where he had to work as a miner. He used to thank God for
keeping him alive despite the traumatic experiences he had in Borboun
(167). But when his master came to know that he has learned English from
the missionaries, he was promoted to the post of clerk. While highlighting
Sathyarthi as a rich man who speaks English and wears good clothes
thanks to his interactions with the missionaries, the novel veils the abusive
conditions that he faced in the plantations. The novel implies the shift from
agrarian to plantation economy and the contract labour system (kanganz)
through which labour from different parts of south India was mobilized.

While the abolition act availed mobile labour, conversion to
Christianity facilitated disciplined labour. Missionary evangelism and
conversion assume importance because they worked as regulatory
mechanisms on individuals. Converts who absorbed the values of honesty
and loyalty worked efficiently on the lands. In Ghathaka Vadhom (1877),
Mariam appreciates Paulosa for his abstinance from theft. Paulosa used
to steal mangoes from the land of Koshy Kurien. When he was informed

about Christian morality, he not only refused to steal but confessed all
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his sins to Mariam (20). The landlords also benefitted from conversions
because the converts worked industriously even when they were not under
supervision.

Ghathaka Vadhom implicitly traces the transformation of the slave
castes as a result of their conversion to Christianity. Though the narrative
refers to the slaves’” observance of Sabbath by abstaining from work, it
also shows how that the abstinence from uzhiyam (customary labour to be
performed by the slaves on Sundays) was compensated by extra labour
time. The slaves collectively decide to labour intensively in the fields for
longer durations thanks to their loyalty to the landlord. The internalization
of Christian values not only conditioned them to be devout Christians but
also good workers. Paulosa’s loud confession that he has stolen mangoes
and jackfruit from his master’s land indicate how conversion worked as
an effective strategy to regulate the body and mind of the converted slave.

Ghathaka Vadhom also raises the issue of landlessness of the slave
castes. The repeated burning of slave chapels at night is not only to disturb
the religious practices and gatherings of the slaves but it barred them
from possessing land, however small it might be. Since the ownership or
possession of land was a crucial marker of class/caste status and agency of
aperson, curbing the slaves from owning land was essential for maintaining
the material dependency of the slave castes. The slave characters in the
novel live in small huts made by themselves in the corner of the master’s
land. Lack of the ownership of land forces them to continue in their slave
status and depend on the landlord for daily sustenance.

Saraswat Vijayam hints at the judicial and economic changes
introduced in Kerala during the fourth and fifth decades of the nineteenth
century. Kuberan Namboothiri asks his assistant Ramankutty Nambiar
to punish the Pulaya slave who dared to sing while working in the field.
Though the police investigation of the murder of the pulaya slave does
not constitute the dominant narrative of the novel, it implies not only the
emergence of legal rights of the slave castes, but also shows the changing
economic dynamics through the depiction of the officers who were bribed
by Kuberan Namboothiri.

As these novels suggest, plantation owners who consisted of colonialists
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and upper caste men, considered the converted slave bodies as docile
bodies from which efficient labour could be extracted. Saraswativyayam
suggests that the photographs of the converts were taken and sent to the
West by which the colonialists understood the body composure of the
slave castes. The photograph of Marathan Pulayan which was taken at
the time of his religious conversion by a missionary priest was used as an
ethnographic tool through which the capitalists estimated the physiognomy
of slaves. During the trial scene in the novel when Kuberan Namboothiri
1s asked about the photo of Marathan Pulayan, which he had captured
years ago, he says that,

I took the photograph since I was informed that men in Bilathi (old
Malayalam usage for Britain) wanted to know the physiognomy of various
castes in Kerala. Especially because the person in the photograph had
decided to convert to Christianity. I thought the picture would help the
English men to understand the bodily features of that man and how much
would he change after his conversion to Christianity (self translation, 107).

Unlike Ghathaka Vadhom (1877) and Saraswati Vijayam (1892), the
absence of paddy fields in the setting of Sukumari (1897) is significant.
Sugarcane farms constitute the background for many scenes in Joseph
Muliyil’s Sukumart, which is set in the post 1840s. The absence of paddy
fields and the profusion of sugarcane farms point to the shift to cash
crops. As portrayed in Ghathaka Vadhom, which was written much earlier
than Sukumari, and set in the 1850s, paddy fields owned by Koshy Kurien
form the backdrop of the novel. But the central character Paulosa lives in
a hut made inside the sugarcane farm owned by Koshy Kurien which is
indicative of the gradual spreading of cash cropping (17). The difference
in topographic setting is significant because it implies the spreading of
plantations which is symptomatic of the gradual shift from an agrarian to
a capitalist economic system.

Potheri Kunjambu’s novel Saraswati Vijayam exemplifies the socio-
economic transformations through the events that follow the assumed death
of Marathan Pulayan. Though the facts that a police case was registered
to investigate the murder of the labourer and Kuberan Namboothiri

becomes anxious over this police case (43) show the development of
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modern legal provisions to extend basic rights to the slave castes, Kuberan
Namboothiri could wash his hands off from the responsibility of the crime
through bribery. Namboothiri’s bargaining with the officials, suggesting
the consequences of penalizing a Namboothiri, prove to be inadequate to
save himself. His buying the favour of the officers through bribery is not
only indicative of the importance of money over caste positions but also

the shift from a feudal society to a capitalist economy.

Conclusion

The historiography of religious conversions of the slave castes in Kerala
during the nineteenth century mainly exhibits three different discourses.
Primarily conversions of Pulayas and Paraiahs are interpreted as the result
of missionary evangelism which improved the social and spiritual worlds
of the slaves. As presented in colonial missionary narratives, missionary
evangelism not only introduced the slave castes to modern ideas of freedom,
equality and individualism but also the Christian project of salvation claims
to have redeemed them from their wretched, dark, sinful being. On the
other hand, the discourse of colonial modernity details how the traditional
relations of power coexist within the new modernized society. Unlike the
evangelical descriptions, the discourse of colonial modernity shows how
the traditional structures of power operate implicitly yet actively in the
lives of the slave converts. Though they are claimed to be given access to
modernity and social emancipation, caste stays as an inerasable reality even
in the protestant Christian reforms. Marxists provide a third perspective as
they interpret conversions in the context of the abolition of slavery and the
emergence of plantation economy. They locate the material foundations
of the social act of religious conversions. Marxist historiography unpacks
the connection between the economic motivations behind missionary
activities, abolition of slavery and caste conversions.

The dominant narratives of the Malayalam novels produced in
the nineteenth century which deal with caste conversion seem to validate
the discourses of colonial missionaries and that of colonial modernity.
The representations of caste conversions in these novels, however, have
not been read through a Marxist lens which locates conversions and

the abolition of slavery in the context of the emergence of plantations.
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When looked through a Marxist lens, Malayalam novels such as Ghathaka
Vadhom(1877), Saraswatr Vijayam(1892), Sukumari(1897) imply conversion as
the source of disciplined wage labour which was crucial for the plantations
to flourish. When looked through a Marxist lens, conversion and the
abolition of slavery neither appear as a means of social emancipation nor
as introduction of the lower castes to modernity but as strategies through
which disciplined mobile labour was facilitated for the plantations.

This paper is an overview of how caste conversion has been looked
at and represented in various discourses, suggesting the need to re-look
at the historiographies in juxtaposition with the literature produced on
caste conversion and slave life in British colonial Kerala. The Malayalam
novels about converts written since 1840s and prior to the strengthening of
communist movement in Kerala, when looked through a Marxist frame,
unveil the economic motivations of religious conversions and the abolition
of slavery in the context of the emergent plantation business. Though
the dominant narratives of the novels fit conversion in the discourses
of liberation and/or colonial modernity, reading them from a Marxist
perspective uncovers the silences, gaps and concealments in the texts which
are highly suggestive of the material aspects of religious conversion. When
the focus shifts from the socio-cultural dynamics to the economic dimension
of conversion, religious conversion appears not as a refining medium but

as a regulatory mechanism through which disciplined labour is produced.
